Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance / Roll Call
Mayor Stokes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Roll call was taken by Deputy Clerk Rita Nielsen.  Shown as present were Mayor Stokes and Trustees Susan Dockus, Brad Stone, Ben Haier, and Chuck Lanning, and Sandra Barzso. Trustee Mike Siewierski was absent. A quorum was present. Other officials present were Clerk Cheryl Aldis, Superintendent Water/Wastewater Joel Summerhill, Director Streets & Maintenance John Kocher, Chief of Police Dennis Medema, Attorney Tim Conklin, and Fehr-Graham Engineer Brandy Williams. 

Approval of Agenda
Trustee Dockus moved and Trustee Barzso seconded a motion to approve the agenda.  Unanimous voice vote carried the motion.

Public Wishing to Speak
No one was present who wished to speak.

Presentation by Brian Jablonski with Linden Group Health Services
Mr. Brian Jablonski explained that he met with Mayor Stokes, department heads, and staff to review the 2013-2014 Medical Cost Analysis and to consider financial benefits, if any, if the Town chooses to opt for early renewal of employee insurance benefits. After reviewing the current rates and early renewal rates, along with projected January 2014 rates, the Mayor and staff are recommending that early renewal is the best option and moving to a $5,000 deductible plan, with a financial premium decrease that would further help the Town save money while keeping the employee benefits the same.

New Business
Approve Early Renewal with Humana for Employee Health Care 
Trustee Dockus moved and Trustee Stone seconded a motion to approve recommended December 1, 2013, renewal plan with changes to include the $5,000 deductible plan.  Unanimous roll call vote carried the motion.

Approve a Resolution Accepting Some Public Street Areas for Maintenance Only Within the Richland Trails Subdivision
Mayor Stokes reported that at this time the Town will be agreeing to accept for maintenance purposes certain streets which have been completed as per agreement with Cambridge Homes.  Accepting this Resolution does not involve any other public improvements not yet completed by Cambridge. 

A final WHEREAS reading that certain requirements of the Town Code relating to acceptance of Streets and Improvements have not yet been completed, will be added to the draft resolution.  When the resolution is prepared and signed, a copy of the final document will be placed in the next packet for Trustees. 

Trustee Lanning moved and Trustee Stone seconded a motion to approve a Resolution Accepting Some Public Street Areas Only within the Richland Trails Subdivision.  Majority roll call vote carried the motion with Trustee Barzso voting no.
