Call to Order/ Pledge of Allegiance/ Roll Call

Mayor Stokes called the regular meeting to order at 7:08 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll
call was taken by Deputy Clerk Rita Nielsen. Shown as present were Mayor Russ Stokes, Trustees Susan
Dockus, Mike Siewierski, Ben Haier, Chuck Lanning, Brad Stone, and Doug Corson. A quorum was
present. Also present were Town Clerk Cheryl Aldis, Engineer Brandy Williams, Water-Wastewater
Superintendent Joel Summerhill, Public Works Director John Kocher, and accountant Wes Levy.

Approval of Agenda
Trustee Stone moved and Trustee Lanning seconded the motion to approve the agenda. Unanimous voice
carried the motion.

Public Wishing to Speak
There was no one wishing to speak.

Consent Agenda

Deputy Clerk Nielsen read the consent agenda into the record.
Approve Town Board Minutes of January 26 and February 9, 2015
Approve January 2015 Expenditures and January 2015 Treasurer’s Report

Trustee Dockus moved and Trustee Lanning seconded the motion to approve the consent agenda.
Unanimous roll call vote carried the motion.

Unfinished Business

Approve Proposal for Sesquicentennial Book Project

Cindy Hardy, Designers Ink, was present to answer any questions regarding her proposal for services to
prepare a historical book for the town. Finished book size will be 8.5 x 11, staple bound; 60 to 80 pages,
full-color print, professional layout, design and pre-press. Project time frame for completion is August 5,
2015.

Trustee Haier moved to waive the bidding process and accept the proposal from Ms. Hardy to create a
sesquicentennial book [including printing] not to exceed $50,800 with finds to be taken from Capital
Improvement Fund Community Projects. Trustee Dockus seconded the motion. Unanimous roll call vote
carried the motion.

Veteran’s Memorial Concept Plans for Suppeland Park

A concept plan for the Veteran’s Memorial Monument was presented to the board. The paperwork has
been turned in to the Department of the Army in hopes of receiving a demilitarized cannon or other piece
of equipment. A discussion of ideas regarding the military cannon and where it would be placed ensued.
Mayor Stokes stated that until we know if we are going to receive the equipment it would be too early to
know how it will be set in place. A down payment of 50% of the monument’s costs is needed at this time.
Some of installation work may be down by the Town. Trustee Lanning stated that the McGuan memorial
stone may have to be moved and re-installed.

Trustee Stone moved and Trustee Corson seconded a motion to approve $2,500 for monument. [Monies
to come from Capital Improvement Fund Community Projects Unanimous roll call vote carried the
motion.

New Business

Approve Crop Damage Agreement with Mary Aldis

Engineer Williams reported that this is the amount owed to Mary Aldis [$1,790] for crop damage caused
when the Town built the North Avenue Lift Station in an easement. Payment will not come from the
IEPA lift station loan. Superintendent Summerhill will determine what line item the funds will come
from.

Trustee Lanning moved and Trustee Haier seconded a motion to approve payment to Mary Aldis.
Unanimous Roll call vote carried the motion.

Approve Job Description Title Change to Director of Water and Wastewater

This is a house keeping item to bring the water/wastewater department head title into consistency with the
Town Code 1-6-14. By making this change no other code changes would be required where the title is
used within the code.

Trustee Stone moved and Trustee Lanning seconded a motion to approve the title change from
Superintendent to Director. Unanimous voice vote carried the motion.

Approve Sewer Ordinance Amendment

Trustee Dockus had three suggested scrivener error changes: In Section 1, paragraph 4, line 2 remove
strike through from the work penalty. Section 1, J, line 3 adds the word address after the word property.
Section 2, strike through the word Public Works and add italics to the word director. Scrivener’s errors
were identified and corrections will be made.

Trustee Dockus moved to approve the Sewer Ordinance Amendment (with scrivener error changes) and
Trustee Lanning seconded the motion. Unanimous roll call vote carried the motion.

Approve Capital Asset Policy

Mr. Levy explained the purpose of a Capital Asset Policy. The purpose of this policy is to provide control
and accountability over capital assets, and to gather and maintain information needed for the preparation
of financial statements, and is established to safeguard assets and to insure compliance with GASB34 for
governmental financial reporting.

Each department will be responsible for control of capital assets for their department. The Department
Head will ensure that control is maintained by establishing a capital asset inventory schedule.

Trustee Dockus had questions and comments for Mr. Levy regarding the Capital Assets Policy. Mr. Levy
answered questions and responded to comments.

Fund Balance Policy

Mr. Levy explained that because no one knows what the financials will look like in the future the purpose
of this policy is to provide financial stability, cash flow for operations, and the assurance that Government
will be able to respond to emergencies with fiscal strength. The fund balance will be composed of three
primary categories: Non-spendable Fund Balance, Restricted Fund Balance, and Unrestricted Fund
Balance.

Trustee Dockus asked what it means if the Town cannot meet its fund balance obligation. Mr. Levy
explained that having a Fund Balance gives everyone an idea on what is needed on hand to operate —
usually three months funding.

Mr. Levy said that we need to be working toward shoring up the balances over a period of time. We will
need to make sure that there is no spending for items that are not specifically budgeted.

Mr. Levy recommended that the Capital Assets Policy be approved before the end of the Fiscal Year. The
Fund Balance Policy can be reviewed and adjusted as needed.

Trustee Dockus moved and Trustee Stone seconded a motion to postpone the Capital Asset Policy and
Fund Balance Policy. Unanimous voice vote carried the motion.

Approve Resolution for Recapture Strategy (Reaffirming Res. 2005-16)

Trustee Dockus explained the purpose of a Revolving Loan Fund. The Illinois Department of Commerce
and Economic Opportunity has allowed the Town of Cortland to recapture principal and interest from a
CDAP grant that loaned funds to local businesses to create a Revolving Fund to expand Cortland’s
economic base. Re-affirming Resolution No. 2005-16 is at the recommendation of the bookkeepers. To
date the IDCEO has not requested that funds be returned to them.

Trustee Dockus moved to approve the Resolution with a second by Trustee Corson. Unanimous roll call
vote carried the motion.

Engineering

The North Avenue Lift Station project is completed and operating as expected. The contractor’s final pay
request is expected. MFT Projects: Meetings have taken place and quantities takeoffs for possible MFT
projects have started. Budgetary costs will be provided to the town for approval. The parks grant
modification is on hold until further notice. The turbo blower has received preliminary approval. An
MFT monthly inspection revealed an obstruction in a storm sewer possibly between Mary Aldis Place and
Pampas St. The blockage is where the state had worked, it will need to be replaced because of the way
surface water runs.

Public Works
Director Kocher showed the LED lights he wants to use in all town owned streetlights. A grant may be
available thru Com Ed.

Water/Wastewater

Director Summerhill was available to answer questions. He reported that he is still waiting to hear if the
blower grant will be awarded, but still planning on putting it in the budget. Getting ready for spring and
de-winterizing rigs and getting ready for open houses. He notified the trustees that Jeff Lemke is working
on his Class C & D Water operator’s License. He expects the Town will once again receive a Fluoride
Award at the AWWA Conference.

Zoning Report
The January Zoning Report was in the packet for review.

Police Report
The January Police Report was in the packet for review.

Comments/Concerns
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Trustee Dockus thanked Mayor Stokes for the appreciation dinner and recognition provided to her [upon
retirement.]

Trustee Siewierski made mention of the potential LGDF (Local Government Distributive Fund) cuts that
could cost the town about $200,000 if the Governor’s proposal is approved.

Trustee Haier and Trustee Lanning also thanked Mayor Stokes for the appreciation dinner.

President’s Report
Mayor Stokes notified the board that the appeal continuation process for the NPDES permit violation for
Chestnut Grove has been extended another 90 days. The matter is still in the hands of the AG’s Office.

Mayor Stokes attended the February 18 DeKalb Sycamore Area Transportation Study (DSATS) open house.
There were maps of safe routes for pedestrian paths. Cortland was not included in the maps that were displayed.
Mayor Stokes talked with the county engineer as well as the county board chairman who were optimistic that
Cortland will be part of the walking and bike path projects.

Adjournment
The meeting was adjourned at 8:16 p.m. on a motion by Trustee Stone and a second by Trustee Haier.
Unanimous voice vote carried the motion.

INTRODUCTION

Purpose
The purpose of this capital asset policy is to provide control and accountability over capital

assets, and to gather and maintain information needed for the preparation of financial statements.
The Town of Cortland’s capital asset policy is herein established to safeguard assets and to insure
compliance with GASB34 for governmental financial reporting.

Overview

This policy is herein established to safeguard and address the Town’s investment in property,
which comprises a significant resource. This policy is meant to ensure compliance with various
accounting and financial reporting standards including Generally Accepted Accounting Principles
(GAAP), and Governmental Accounting, Auditing, and Financial Reporting (GAAFR).

Further, this policy is meant to reflect the Town of Cortland’s desire to meet the reporting
requirements set forth in the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) Statement No.
34. Specifically, the GASB Statement No. 34 states that governments should provide additional
disclosures in their summary of significant accounting policies including the policy for
capitalizing assets and for estimating the useful lives of those assets which is used to calculate the
depreciation expense. The Statement also requires disclosure of major classes of assets, beginning
and end-of-year balances, capital acquisition, sales/dispositions, and current-period depreciation
expense.

INVENTORY, VALUING, CAPITALIZING, AND DEPRECIATION

Inventory
Responsibility for control of capital assets will rest with the operating department wherein the

asset is located. The Finance/Accounting Department shall ensure that such control is maintained
by establishing an inclusive capital asset inventory schedule. Asset purchases, which fall below
the capitalization threshold, will not be included in the capital asset inventory.

Each Department will be responsible for control of capital assets for their department. The
Department Head shall ensure that such control is maintained by establishing a capital asset
inventory schedule. The inventory schedule will include the following for each asset:

e Asset Description — A description of the asset (serial #, model#)

e Asset Classification (Land and Land Improvements, Building and Building
Improvements, Vehicles, Machinery and Equipment, and Infrastructure Assets)
Department name and physical location of asset

Date asset was purchased/acquired and or disposed

Cost of Asset

Method of acquisition (purchased or donated)

Estimated useful life

This list will be maintained, updated, and reviewed by the Department Head and given to the
Finance/Accounting Department on an ongoing basis.

Capital Asset Policy — Continued

Valuing Capital Assets
Capital assets should be valued at cost or historical costs, plus those costs necessary to place the
asset in its location (i.e. freight, installation charges.) In the absence of historical costs
information, a realistic estimate will be used. Donated assets will be recorded at the estimated
current fair market value.

Capitalizing

When to Capitalize Assets:

Assets are capitalized at the time of acquisition. To be considered a capital asset for financial
reporting purposes an item must be at or above the capitalization threshold (see schedule-page 3
& 4) and have a useful life of at least one year.

Assets not Capitalized:

Capital assets below the capitalization threshold (see schedule-page 3 & 4) on a unit basis but
warranting “control” shall be inventoried at the department level and an appropriate list will be
maintained.

Capital Assets should be capitalized if they meet the following criteria:

e Tangible
o Useful life of more than one year (benefit more than a single fiscal period)
e Cost exceeds designated threshold (see schedule-page 3 & 4)

Capital Assets include the following major classes of assets:

Land and Land Improvements — Capitalized value is to include the purchase price plus
costs such as legal fees and filing fees; improvements such as parking lots, fences,
pedestrian bridges, landscaping.

Building and Building Improvements — Costs include purchase price plus costs such as
legal fees and filing fees; improvements include structures and all other property
permanently attached to, or an integral part of the structure. These costs include re-
roofing, electrical/plumbing, carpet replacement, and HVAC.

Vehicles — Costs include purchase price, title & registration and additional equipment
needed to put the vehicle in service.

Machinery and Equipment — Assets included in this category are heavy equipment,
traffic equipment, generators, office equipment; phone system, and kitchen equipment.

Infrastructure Assets — Infrastructure Assets are long-lived capital assets that are
stationary in nature and normally can be preserved for a significantly greater number of
years than most capital assets.

Depreciation
Depreciation is computed on a straight-line method with depreciation computed on a monthly

basis from the month of acquisition. Additions and improvements will only be capitalized if the
cost either enhances the asset’s functionality or extends the asset’s useful life.

Projects in process will be added to the asset base as the projected expenses are incurred.
However, the project will first need to meet its individual threshold.

OTHER

Removing Capital Assets from Inventory

Capital assets are to be removed from inventory once they are obsolete or claimed as surplus
property. The item must be removed from the department inventory listing and reported to the
Finance/Accounting Department.

Donations or Transfer
Each Department must add additions and deletions from donated or transferred assets to the
inventory listing.

Surplus Property
Each Department must report all capital assets classified as surplus to the finance department.
The Town will sell the surplus property by any league means deemed appropriate.

Lost or Stolen Property

When suspected or known losses of inventoried assets occur, the Department should conduct a
search for the missing property. The search should include transfer to another department,
storage, scrapping, surplus property. If the missing property is not found, the department must
contact the Finance/Accounting Department.

The current policy for uniforms (Appendix A of the Policies and Procedures Handbook, page 2)
is as follows:

Uniforms (revised 10-10-11, 414/14): Employees of the Public Works Department and Water/
Wastewater Department will receive a clothing allowance annually (calendar year)
amounting to $400 per year for full-time employees and $200 per year for part-time
employees after 150-hours of service in the respective department. Clothing allowances
for these employees will be treated by the Town as taxable fringe benefits; employees are
responsible for claiming, on their own personal tax returns, any exemption or deduction
that may be applicable to their purchase of clothing not suitable for street wear.

We are proposing to change the annual allowance from a calendar year to the fiscal year. This
would allow for the uniform expenses to better correspond with the budget. We currently budget
400 per eligible employee per fiscal year and the current calendar year policy could allow for
each employee to spend 800 in a fiscal year.

Proposed Implementation:
Option 1:

All eligible employees’ uniform allowance was replenished January 1, 2015 and it is not
proposed to give an additional $400 as of May 1, 2015. The suggestion is to increase the
uniform allowance by an additional $133.33 on Jan 1, 2016 to account for the 4 additional
months before the uniform allowance is replenished again under the proposed change to fiscal
year tracking.

The $133.33 was derived by taking the annual allowance of $400 divided by 12 months to get
$33.33 per month. $33.33 per month for the four months (from January 1, 2016 to April 30,
2016) equals $133.33.
