Discussion regarding Business Licenses

Mayor Stokes explained that the Town Code does allow for the Town to require businesses to apply for a
business license, however, it has not been required. Mayor Stokes would like to see it become a
requirement at this time. The Town has been working on its Emergency Operations Plan and needs to
know who the key holder is, and what, if any, chemicals might be stored on the property. His plan is for all
business to be notified before the end of the year that a business license is required. This will also
provide the Town the ability to keep businesses that are not legitimate out of Town.

Attorney Buick reviewed the code and confirmed that it is in order and that it would fall to Town
administration to move forward.

Trustees agreed that licensing has become necessary.

Discussion Regarding Residential Trash Pick-Up

Trustees reviewed latest Request for Proposal and agreed that the additional insurance requirements
were acceptable. The consensus of Trustees was to bring the RFP forward to the Town Board meeting
on October 26 for action.

Comments and Concerns
Trustee Fioretto asked about striping the Town’s portion of Barber Green Rd. Mayor Stokes will discuss this with
Mr. Kocher.

President’s Report
Mayor Stokes thanked the parade and festival committee for doing such a great job. He was disappointed
in the small number of organizations and neighborhood entities that turned out for the time-capsule burial.

The DeKalb County Builders Association has asked to speak at the first meeting in November. Mayor
Stokes agreed.

A business in the Industrial area has been leaving work vehicles and trailers parked on Ellwalk Avenue
that is causing problems for traffic and a potential safety hazard for emergency vehicles. On the Mayor’s
authority, Chief Dargis has posted no parking signs along the west side of the road and has had several
discussions with the owner who has not been cooperative in the Chief’s efforts to clear the street. Mayor
Stokes and Chief Dargis would like Stephanie Road, Ellwalk Avenue, and Halwood Street to become a no
parking zone between 2:00 a.m. and 6:00 a.m. The consensus of the Board was to agree with this
proposal. An ordinance will be prepared and brought forward for approval at the October 26 Town Board
meeting.

During this discussion a question regarding town-wide parking restrictions was mentioned, the consensus
was to start with streets in this industrial area only.

Mayor Stokes and Trustee Lanning would like to honor Cody Owen, a Cortland resident, who at age 24
passed away from medical complications due to his battle with cancer. Cody accomplished so much in his
short life, including becoming an Eagle Scout at age 15. He was very active in this community and so well
liked by everyone who knew him. It is for his many accomplishments that at the first board meeting in
December a proclamation honoring Cody will be presented, and the Scouting Bridge at Cortland
Community Park will be dedicated to his memory.

ORDINANCE 2015-XX

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 6 MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC
CHAPTER 2, PARKING RESTRICTIONS AND REGULATIONS
OF THE CORTLAND TOWN CODE
BY ADDING SECTION 4 PARKING RESTRICTIONS

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
TOWN OF CORTLAND, DEKALB COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE: That Section 6-2-4, “Parking Restrictions,” Chapter 2,

Parking Restrictions and Regulations of the Cortland Town Code be, and it is,
hereby adopted as follows:

6-2-4: PARKING RESTRICTIONS. It shall be unlawful to park
any vehicle or trailer on the following streets between the hours of 2:00 a.m.

to 6:00 a.m.: Ellwalk Avenue, Halwood Street south of Benson Avenue and
Stephanie Drive.

SECTION TWO: The various provisions of this Ordinance are to be considered as
severable, and if any part or portion of this Ordinance shall be held invalid by any Court of

competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining provisions
of this Ordinance.

SECTION THREE: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its
passage, approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.

bill all residential customers directly. The Town will not be responsible for, and will provide no assistance
with collection of delinquent accounts.

2) SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED BY CONTRACTOR

SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED BY CONTRACTOR - SOLID WASTE PROGRAM

DESCRIPTION OF WORK

The Contractor shall provide residential solid waste collection services within the Town, disposing of same
as provided herein. The Contractor will be responsible for the billing and collection of solid waste fees from
residential customers.

The Contractor shall provide, at his own expense, all labor, insurance, supervision, machinery and
equipment, plant building, trucks and any other tools, equipment, accessories, and things necessary to
maintain the standard of collections and disposal set forth herein.

RESIDENTIAL COLLECTION SERVICE
The Contractor shall collect and dispose of all garbage, yard trash, and solid waste all single-family homes,
multiple dwelling/buildings of TBD or fewer units.

Frequency of Collection: Collection of solid waste shall occur on the same day as recyclables and landscape
waste. Collection may occur within the Town preferably not more than two days per week for different
sections of the Town.

Holiday: The Contractor will provide residents a holiday schedule or have information on their website
regarding holiday schedule changes.

Hours of Collection: Collection shall begin no earlier than 7:00 A.M. and shall cease no later than 7:00 P.M.
In the case of an emergency, collection may be permitted at times not allowed by this paragraph, provided
the Contractor has received prior approval from the Town Designee, to be later evidenced by a written

memorandum confirming the approval. Should the Contractor not confirm and obtain in writing the
approval to operate on an emergency basis, it shall be conclusively presumed that the Contractor had not
obtained such approval.

Receptacle: The Contractor shall specify in their Proposal whether it will provide specific containers (roll
carts, etc.) or other means for residents to dispose of their solid waste.

SCHEDULES AND ROUTES: The Town will provide a map of collection routes. The Town reserves the right
to deny Contractor's vehicles access to certain streets, alleys, and public right-of-way inside the Town,
where it is in the interest of the general public to do. Only local truck routes shall be used in transit, unless
specifically for the purpose of collection.

COLLECTION EQUIPMENT

The Contractor shall provide high quality equipment to commence contract. Equipment shall be obtained
from nationally known and recognized manufacturers of garbage collection and disposal equipment. For
residential collections, equipment shall be of the enclosed loader packer type, and all equipment shall be
kept in good repair, appearance, and in a sanitary and clean condition at all times. The Contractor shall
have available reserve equipment, which can be put into service within two (2) hours of any breakdown.
Such reserve equipment shall correspond in size and capacity to the equipment used by the Contractor to
perform the contractual duties. A list of the Contractor's equipment shall be given to the Town at the time
of each annual audit. Equipment is to be painted uniformly with the name of the Contractor, business
telephone number, and the number of the vehicle in letters not less than five (5) inches high on each side
of the vehicle. All vehicles shall be numbered and a record kept of the vehicle to which each number is
assigned.

SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED BY THE CONTRACTOR-YARD TRASH PROGRAM

DESCRIPTION OF WORK

Frequency of Collection: The Contractor shall collect yard trash from residences within the service area
from April 1 to November 30 on the scheduled pick- up day of each week. Contractor will be responsible
for establishing program and public information.

Hours of Collection: Collection shall begin no earlier than 7:00 A.M. and shall cease no later than 7:00
P.M., provided that in the event of an emergency or unforeseen circumstances, collection may be
permitted at a time not allowed by this paragraph, following approval by the Town Designee.

Preparation of Yard Trash for Collection: The Contractor shall pick up all yard trash generated from
residential units which has been properly prepared and stored for collection as follows:

Garden and Yard Trash: Regular placed adjacent to the pavement or traveled way of the street in
containers or bundles less than fifty (50) pounds each and with no dimension over four (4) feet each, or

limbs/branches not greater than four (4) inches in diameter, shall be collected on a weekly basis.

Technical Proposal
Provide a narrative, which addresses the scope of work, the proposed approach to the work, the schedule
of work, and any other information called for by the RFP.

Providing weekly collection of garbage and recycling to all occupied units within the Town. Specify gallons
of containers that will be provided by the Contractor along with a tote cart for each residential unit.

Provide pricing for yard waste pick-up.

Provide pricing to pick-up discarded Christmas trees placed at curbside after the Christmas holidays until
January 31 or include it in the refuse collection and recycling program.

Contractor is required to provide trash pickup at all Town facilities including the collection and recycling of

Contractor is encouraged to provide senior discounts and provide information on any other programs that
would be offered to residents.

Contractor is encouraged to provide methods to address cost of wear and tear on the Town’s roads and
infrastructure.

Qualifications
The minimum qualification requirements for this RFP are described below. Proposers must provide
documentation, which demonstrates their ability to satisfy all of the minimum qualification requirements.

Minimum Requirements

Proposer’s entity or owner(s) or executive officers (i.e. President or Vice President) of the entity must have
a minimum of three years of prior experience in providing similar services to a municipality of similar size

in terms of number and type of accounts. Taking special note of the criteria for evaluation set forth below,
Proposers shall include a statement of the number of years of their prior experience, their financial
stability, their references on contracts of similar size and scope, their level of technical knowledge,
educational degrees, and certifications obtained; the number and description of the equipment they will
use to perform their obligations under the Contract, the age and condition of that equipment, the
personnel and procedures they will use to perform their obligations under the Contract, and any other
factor relevant to the evaluation of their proposal.

EVALUATION CRITERIA

The Town Board shall evaluate each proposal in accordance with the requirements of this RFP. If further
information is desired, proposers may be requested to make additional written submissions or oral
presentations before the Town Board makes its determination.

The Town Board shall base its determination on the following factors, weighted as follows:

Ability to provide high-quality service to the Town’s residents.
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Experience in the industry, and prior service to other municipalities or to other groups of residents in a
high-quality manner.

After considering the proposals, the corporate authorities for the Town of Cortland shall determine the
proposal or proposals which the Town Board and Mayor deem to be in the best interest of the Town. The
Town may also reject all proposals.

Negotiations between the selected proposer and the Town Board will take place to arrive at a contract.
The Town Board may proceed to negotiate a contract with a proposer other than the top-ranked proposer
if the negotiations with the top-ranked proposer fail to produce a mutually acceptable contract within a
reasonable period of time.

Important Note:

By submitting a proposal, all proposers shall be deemed to understand and agree that no property interest
or legal right of any kind shall be created at any point during the aforesaid evaluation/selection process
until and unless a contract has been agreed to and signed by both parties.

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

ASSIGNMENT

The successful proposer shall not enter into any sub-contract, retain consultants, or assign, transfer,
convey, sublet, or otherwise dispose of this contract, or of any or all of its right, title, or interest therein, or
its power to execute such contract to any person, firm, or corporation without prior written consent of the
Town. Any unauthorized assignment shall constitute default by the successful proposer.

INDEMNIFICATION

The successful proposer shall be required to agree to indemnify and hold harmless the Town of Cortland
and its officers, employees, and agents, from and against any and all actions, claims, liabilities, losses and
expenses, including but not limited to attorneys’ fees, for personal, economic or bodily injury, wrongful
death, loss of or damage to property, in law or in equity, which may arise or be alleged to have arisen from
the negligent acts or omissions or other wrongful conduct of the successful proposer, its employees, or
agents in connection with the performance of service pursuant to the resultant Contract; the successful
and the proposer shall pay all such claims and losses and shall pay all such costs and judgments which may
issue from any lawsuit arising from such claims and losses, and shall pay all costs expended by the Town in
the defense of such claims and losses, including appeals.

TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT

If through any cause within the reasonable control of the successful proposer, it shall fail to fulfill in a
timely manner, or otherwise violate any of the covenants, agreements, or stipulations material to the
Agreement, the Town shall thereupon have the right to terminate the services then remaining to be
performed by giving written notice to the successful proposer of such termination which shall become
effective upon receipt by the successful proposer of the written termination notice.

INSURANCE MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

The Successful Proposer shall obtain, provide and maintain during the term of the Agreement the following
types and amounts of insurance which shall be maintained with insurers licensed to sell insurance in the
State of lllinois and have a B+ VI or higher rating in the latest edition of AM Best's Insurance Guide. Any
exceptions to these requirements must be approved by the Town’s Risk Management insurer.
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Commercial General Liability: A policy including, but not limited to, comprehensive general liability
including bodily injury, personal injury, property damage in the amount of a combined single limit of not
less than $1,000,000. Coverage shall be provided on an occurrence basis. The Town of Cortland must be
named as certificate holder and additional insured on policy.

Umbrella Coverage Requirement: Minimum of $5,000,000. (Suggested by our insurance carrier)

Pollution Insurance Coverage: Proposer must have pollution coverage. (Suggested by our insurance
carrier)

Waiver of Subrogation: Provide a waiver of subrogation in favor of the Town for the General Liability or
Workers Compensation coverage. (Suggested by our insurance carrier)

Automobile Liability: A policy including, but not limited to, automobile liability including bodily injury,
personal injury, property damage in the amount of a combined single limit of not less than $1,000,000.
Coverage shall be provided on an occurrence basis. The Town of Cortland must be named as certificate
holder and additional insured on policy.

Worker's Compensation: A policy of Worker's Compensation and Employers Liability Insurance in
accordance with State worker's compensation laws as required per Illinois statutes.

Said policies of insurance shall be primary to and contributing with any other insurance maintained by
Selected Proposer or Town, and shall name the Town and the officers, agents and employees of said
organizations as additional insured while acting within the scope of their duties but only as to work
performed by the Selected Proposer under this Agreement. This policy cannot be canceled without thirty
(30) days prior written notice to the Town.

The Selected Proposer shall file and maintain certificates of all insurance policies with the Town Clerk’s
Office showing said policies to be in full force and effect at all times during the course of the Agreement.
No work shall be done by the Contractor during any period when it is not covered by insurance as herein
required. Such insurance shall be obtained from brokers of carriers authorized to transact insurance
business in Illinois and satisfactory to the Town.

Evidence of such insurance shall be submitted to and approved by Town prior to commencement of any
work.

If any of the required insurance coverages contain aggregate limits, or apply to other operations or
tenancy of selected Proposer outside the proposed Agreement, selected Proposer shall give the Town
prompt written notice of any incident, occurrence, claim settlement or judgment against such insurance
which may diminish the protection such insurance affords the Town. Selected Proposer shall further take
immediate steps to restore such aggregate limits or shall provide other insurance protection for such
aggregate limits.
