He also introduced
Mr. Chris Bork who was in attendance.

Approve 2016 MFT Maintenance Agreement — Approve Resolution and Agreement for Maintenance of
Streets and Highway and authorize Mayor to execute

Ms. Williams was present to answer any questions regarding proposed 2016 MFT.

Trustee Lanning moved and Trustee Stone seconded a motion to approve 2016 MFT project and authorize Mayor to
execute. Trustee Stone recognized that all MFT documents showed Elm Street and it's actually EIm Avenue. Ms.
Williams will make correction “by hand.” Unanimous roll call vote carried the motion.

[MFT Maintenance Operation Cost is $130,037.00 and Estimated Maintenance for Engineering is $17,054.07.]

Approve an Amendment to FY17 Fund Budget, line item “Elm Avenue Repairs” account #03-6500-850 from
the previously approved amount of $56,000 to $137,895

Director Kocher and Ms. Williams were available to answer questions regarding amendment. Director Kocher
explained that the original plan to run storm sewers has been deemed a better option than using a lift station. All of
Elm Avenue in front of Town Hall will be blacktopped. Lift binder will continue down Elm Avenue as far as funds will
allow. A portion of the costs will come from savings of funds that had been set aside for bridge repairs at Airport Rd.
Expenses for repairs were not as high as expected.

Trustee Stone moved and Trustee Siewierski seconded a motion to approve the Amendment to FY17 Fund Budget,
line item “EIm Avenue Repairs” account #03-6500-850 from the previously approved amount of $56,000 to $137,895.
Unanimous roll call vote carried the motion.

Approve purchase of camera system for Police Department

Chief Dargis was available to answer questions regarding this purchase. Chief Dargis explained that this camera
system does panoramic views and there is federal mandate that will take effect in 2017. Cortland will be the
seconded department in the County with body cameras.

Trustee Lanning moved to purchase the body camera system in the amount of $11,603.64. Trustee Siewierski
seconded motion to approve. Unanimous roll call vote carried the motion.

Trustee Fioretto asked Chief Dargis if he was planning on filling the sergeant position. Chief Dargis explained that
he is in the process of writing a job description and vetting officers for a commander position. Mayor Stokes
explained that commander position will meet the Town’s needs more than a sergeant position.

Trustee Stone expressed his thanks for the flowers and condolences from Town Officials and staff with the passing
of his father.

Call to Order/ Pledge of Allegiance/ Roll Call

Mayor Stokes called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call
was taken by Deputy Clerk Rita Nielsen. Shown as present were Mayor Russ Stokes, Trustees Charmaine
Fioretto, Mike Siewierski, Ben Haier, Brad Stone and Chuck Lanning. Trustee Doug Corson was absent. A
guorum was present. Also present were Town Clerk Cheryl Aldis, Police Chief Dargis, and Attorney Kevin
Buick.

Approval of Agenda
Trustee Lanning moved and Trustee Fioretto seconded a motion to approve the agenda.

Public Wishing to Speak
There was no one wishing to speak.

New Business for Discussion and Possible Action

Mayor Stokes presented, for appointment, Mark Hedrick and Erick Stansky as two new applicants for Planning
Commission. Trustee Siewierski moved and Trustee Fioretto seconded a motion to accept the appointments
of Mark Hedrick with a term to expire May 2017 and Erik Stransky with a term to expire May 2019

Unanimous roll call vote carried the motion.

Mr. Brad Lawson, Chairman of Planning Commission, reported that Mr. Frank Turza has moved from Cortland
and submitted his resignation. The two new appointments bring the total members to five, leaving two
openings.

Accept Annual Report of Cortland Community Library
Trustee Haier moved and Trustee Lanning seconded a motion to accept report. Unanimous voice vote carried
the motion.

Ashley Hartness Presentation — Proposal for Ice Skating Rink

Ms. Hartness, owner of All Around Pumping, presented a proposal to donate to the Town a skating rink to be
located at Suppeland Park. This is an outdoor ice rink made by Iron Sleek and is 50'x80’. Ms. Hartness will
purchase, install, and maintain the ice rink. She will use her employees and volunteers to install and maintain
one time per week during the operation of the rink. Snow removal will not be part of the maintenance. Ms.
Hartness said she is prepared to ask for donations from local residents and businesses to help with expenses
for lighting and water. Mayor Stokes said that fund raising will not be necessary for electricity and water. He
will talk with public works about lighting. A discussion regarding insurance risk if hockey is played as an
organized sport ensued. Attorney Buick explained that the Town could not participate in organized or
sponsored hockey games, but it did not necessarily need to be an excluded activity. The consensus from
Trustees was to accept the donation and move forward with the donation. Attorney Buick will prepare an
agreement to provide for rules and maintenance.

ICCI Presentation — Building Permit Fee Amendments/Ordinance
Mrs. Barb Dettmer was present to discuss recommended permit fee changes. Mrs. Dettmer gave examples of
a 1500 sq. ft. ranch with full basement equaling 3000 sq. ft. and a remodel for single family development.

[Example of new fee schedule is in packet as submitted to the Clerk.] Trustee Siewierski stated that he is not
ready to make a decision based on information given at this time. Trustees asked that a comparison chart of
fees based on other municipalities of same size, with contracted services, and comparison of current and
recommended fees and comparison with other municipalities that contract services. Clerk Aldis informed the
board that staff is currently working on comparison chart. Amendments and ordinance will be brought back for
consideration.

Authorization to apply for 2016 COPS Hiring Grant
Chief Dargis explained that this grant would allow for the hiring of a full-time police officer. The grant will pay
for three years and the Town would have to continue position for three years for a total of six years.

Trustee Siewierski moved and Trustee Fioretto seconded a motion to approve authorization to apply for
COPS Grant. Unanimous roll call vote carried the motion.

Job Description — Police Commander

Chief Dargis is requesting a commander position within the police department. If accepted, there is a need to
amend page 2, number 6 to read minimum five (5) years supervisor experience required. Chief Dargis is not
expecting to hire a sergeant at this time as he doesn’t have anyone in the department that is trained to
advance to that position in the near future. His goal is to have 24/7 coverage of hours within three years. His
plan is to hire an experienced commander that will allow officers within the department to train for positions of
advancement. Mayor Stokes explained that there is change across the country affecting police departments.
He said, it's foolish to believe that you will not be held accountable for actions taken by your police department
if they do not have the training and experience necessary to police. We also have to have a strong number
two person in the police department that understands transparency and is prepared and able to act as the
media person with the press.

Trustee Fioretto felt that the experience and education level for a commander position was overkill. She
researched several communities and has not found another community this size that has a commander
position, but she could see filling the sergeant position and thought that promoting within the department is a
better way to go. Chief Dargis did not agree, but did say he would be willing to change the job description he
has presented for a commander position to the sergeant position; however no one in the department could
meet the qualifications. Trustee Lanning stated his belief that trustees should allow the department heads to
come to the board with their needs to run the department. Trustee Haier stated that he too would like to see
24/7 coverage for the Town and believes this is the right way to start the process. Trustee Siewierski
suggested the Chief look into more hours for administration so that he can be freed up for police calls. Trustee
Siewierski believed, as did everyone else, that this was a very useful conversation and appreciated Chief
Dargis’ goals for the police department.

Trustee Lanning moved and Trustee Stone seconded a motion to approve the job description as amended to
read 5 years supervisory experience required. Majority roll call vote carried the motion with Trustee Fioretto
voting no.

Proposed Policy Amendment (Wage Scale - Attachment A of Personnel Handbook)
The proposed wage scale amendment is necessary from time to time to bring salary ranges current and to
add a new position.

Trustee Fioretto suggested looking at the benefits for vacation time for new employees. She felt that new
employees should be able to take a weeks vacation while employed in the first year. Clerk Aldis suggested
that this be brought back to the board at a future date for discussion and possible action.

Trustee Siewierski moved and Trustee Haier seconded a motion to approve the Policy Amendment for the
wage scale. Unanimous roll call vote carried the motion.

Trustees all agreed that due diligence was had tonight during a very useful conversation regrading police
department commander position.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 4 PUBLIC
HEALTH AND SAFETY BY SELECTING AN
EXCLUSIVE WASTE HAULING PROVIDER FOR THE
TOWN OF CORTLAND; ADDING CHAPTER 3
ENTITLED “GARBAGE AND REFUSE” AND THE
DELETION OF SECTION 4-1-5 “REFUSE
RESTRICTIONS” OF THE CORTLAND TOWN CODE

WHEREAS, it has been deemed in the best interest by the President and Board of
Trustees of the Town of Cortland, Illinois, to enter into a Contract for Refuse, Recycling and
Yard Waste Collection with DC Trash of Illinois, Inc. for residential service including properties
with 4 or less units; and

WHEREAS, the contract is intended to be an exclusive contract for the collection and
final disposition of garbage and refuse, or the recycling of the same, for residences within the
Town through a single provider in accordance with 65 ILCS 5/11-191-1; and

WHEREAS, engaging a single provider will benefit the Town by reducing the number of
days where garbage and refuse will be collected, lessening the burdens of heavy waste hauling
equipment on the Town’s streets and infrastructure, and providing economic benefit by
aggregating the Town’s waste collection costs for single family and multifamily residences of
four units or less; and

WHEREAS, the Town and DC Trash of Illinois, Inc., have entered into an agreement
dated the 28th day of March, 2016, for the collection of Refuse, Recycling, and Yard Waste
Collection.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
TOWN OF CORTLAND, DEKALB COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE: That Section 4-1-5 “Refuse Restrictions” of Title 4,
Chapter 1 of the Cortland Town Code be hereby deleted in its entirety and be shall be
“Reserved.”

SECTION TWO: That DC Trash of Illinois, Inc. shall be identified as the exclusive
provider in the Town of Cortland for residential waste disposal services in accordance with a
Contract for Refuse, Recycling, and Yard Waste Collection dated the 28th day of March, 2016.

DEFINITIONS:

BULK ITEMS are defined as large furniture-type items such as sofas, chairs,
tables, mattresses and other furniture pieces including carpeting that has been cut
into rolls no larger than 4 feet long and each bundle is not to exceed 50 Ibs. in
weight.

REFUSE shall mean the day-to-day accumulations of discarded and unwanted
putrescible and non-putrescible household and kitchen wastes, including but not
limited to food, food residues and materials necessarily used for packaging,
storing, preparing, and consuming same, usually defined as *“garbage”, and all
combustible and non-combustible waste materials resulting from the usual routine
of domestic housekeeping including but not limited to boxes, cartons, wrapping,
crockery, plastic containers, fixtures, and papers.

RESTRICTED ITEMS: The following items are NOT included in the weekly
collection service. Those items are tires, broken concrete, building materials,
rocks, soil, household hazardous waste (paints, oil, solvents, flammable liquids),
medical wastes, any household item too large to be placed in a compactor-type
truck or for one person to reasonable handle, white goods (refrigerators, washers,
dryers, water heaters), construction and/or demolition materials including drywall,
lumber, roofing materials, etc., permanent swimming pools, fencing and posts,
any rigid material longer than 4 feet, and materials resulting from floods
(including flooded basements), fires, or evictions. This definition shall also
include electronic wastes that are banned from deposit in landfills as a result of
the Public Act 95-0959 — Electronic Products Recycling & Reuse Act beginning
January 1, 2012.

WHITE GOOQODS are those items defined by IAC Title 35 Sec 875.101 and shall

mean all discarded refrigerators, ranges, water heaters, freezers, air conditioners,
and other similar domestic large appliances.

YARD WASTE is defined as any waste materials typically derived from
landscaping; including but not limited to: grass clippings, leaves, trimmed
branches and shrubbery.

CONTRACTOR shall mean DC Trash of lllinois, Inc., or its successors in
interest.

UNIT shall mean an individual single family residence, townhouse, duplex, or
other multi-family residence provided that such contains 4 units or less.

GARBAGE AND REFUSE COLLECTION:

The Contractor shall provide weekly collection of garbage and refuse for all
occupied UNITS within the Town. All REFUSE as herein defined that is
designated for collection and disposal hereunder must be placed in the carts
provided for by Contractor. Additional refuse material must be contained by
either a container or a bag of sufficient durability to sustain the weight of the
material inside and may be placed in covered cans or containers not to exceed
fifty (50) pounds. Carts, containers and bags must be placed within 5 feet of the
curb or roadway.

BULK ITEMS are considered subject to collection by the Contractor according to
the terms and definitions of the contract with the Town. Residents will be
responsible to contact Contractor and make arrangements for collection of
additional BULK ITEMS on an individual basis.

All items placed out for collection by residents must be at the curb by 6:00 a.m.
on the designated collection day. All materials placed out for collection must be at
least 5 feet from the curb or public right-of-way and the materials must be readily
accessible to the Contractor. The Contractor shall handle all carts, cans, and
containers with reasonable care to avoid damage and attempt to replace them in
the same upright position on the parkway where the containers were initially
placed. In the event the Contractor cannot accept certain items, the Contractor will
utilize a dedicated communication mechanism to inform the residents as to the
reason why the material was not accepted. The Contractor shall be provided
unobstructed access to the containers on the scheduled collection day.

The Contractor shall clean up and dispose of any contents that spill on the

parkway or street during the course of his work in a responsible manner for the
general health and safety of the public.

RECYCLING COLLECTION

The Contractor shall provide weekly recycling collection for all occupied units
within the Town, subject to the terms of the contract.

All recyclables that are designated for collection and disposal must be placed in
the provided carts. Carts must be placed within 5 feet of the curb or roadway.
Recycling carts must be at the curb by 6:00 a.m. on the designated collection day.

Recycling materials to be collected by Contractor shall be specified in the contract
with the Town. The Contractor will retain any and all proceeds from the sale of
recyclables and shall bear all costs and expenses of collection, storage, and
marketing of the recycling materials.

The Contractor will make available educational materials to explain elements of
the refuse, recycling, and yard waste program, and explain acceptable materials
and procedures for the proper preparation of the materials to be disposed of or
recycled. These materials will be distributed with the carts prior to the start of the
contract. After that, the materials will be placed at the TOWN building and will
be available via contractor’s website www.dctrashillinois.com.

YARD WASTE COLLECTION

The contractor shall provide yard waste collection once per week on the same day
as garbage collection from April 1st through November 30th each calendar year.
All yard waste materials must be placed in “Kraft” paper bags designed and sold
specifically for the collection and disposal of yard waste. Yard waste placed in
plastic bags or ridged containers will not be accepted.

Branches and brush will also be collected and the material must be bundled and
tied with string or twine (not wire). Branches must be cut into lengths of 4 feet or
less, and each branch should be no larger than 4 inches in diameter. Each bundle
must not weigh more than 50 pounds. Unbundled brush will not be collected.

All YARD WASTE items placed out for collection by residents must be at the
curb by 6:00 a.m. on the designated collection day.

In all cases, the Contractor will comply with the State of Illinois statutes regarding
the collection and disposal of yard waste.

CHRISTMAS TREE COLLECTION: The Contractor shall provide Christmas

tree collection each year of the contract from January 2nd through January 31st on
each UNIT’s normal scheduled pick up day.

FEE STRUCTURE:

There is hereby established a refuse, recycling and yard waste fee effective July 1,
2016, at the rate established by contract with DC Trash of Illinois, Inc.,
(Contractor) by the board of trustees, with the fee payable quarterly for each unit
in the Town of Cortland to DC Trash of Illinois, Inc.

The fee shall be assessed to, and payable by, every owner or occupant eligible to
receive garbage collection service under the contract irrespective of the frequency
of use of garbage collection service by the owners.

The Contractor shall offer a discount of 11% to qualifying senior citizens.
Qualifying units will be homeowners occupied and the homeowner must be 65 or
older. The qualifying homeowner shall provide to the contractor, in the following
format, in order to be eligible for any such discount: a copy of one's driver's
license, or state-approved identification card demonstrating that the owners are
eligible, the occupant is 65 years or older, and a copy of the tax bill for the
residence and/or any other document demonstrating to the satisfaction of the clerk
that such owner or eligible occupant resides at the qualifying address.

BILLING:

The Contractor shall bill each resident individually on a quarterly basis for regular
services in advance of the service.

OVERDUE ACCOUNTS:

If a bill remains unpaid 30 days after its due date, resident collection services are
subject to suspension by the contractor.

COLLECTION SCHEDULE:

When a legal holiday falls on a weekday, the Contractor shall collect on the
following day. Those holidays are identified as New Year’s Day, Memorial Day,
Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.

PENALTIES:

General Penalty: Any person violating any provision of this chapter shall be subject to

penalty as provided in section 1-4-1 of this code.
