Cortland Police Department

STAFFING NEEDS
ANALYSIS
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Members of the Board,

The 2015-16 budget for the Cortland Police Department (CPD) was challenging to prepare. The need for
additional personnel has significantly affected the police department budget. If the proposed budget is

approved, the police department will add 2 (two) full time officers — 1 (one) Sergeant and 1 (one) patrol
officer.

Adequate supervision, increased police coverage, implementation of Community Policing programs and
stability within the department are major goals moving the department forward.

The following is a brief summary of the reasoning behind my request and proposal:
Historical overview —

e The Cortland Police Department created a Sergeant position in 2002 and maintained the
position until 2010 when then Sergeant Dennis Medema was appointed as Chief. Unforeseen
and unfortunate circumstances caused the department to leave the Sergeant position unfilled.
The Cortland Police Department provided police coverage for approximately 18 to 20 hours a
day in 2002.

e In 2002 the Police Department was staffed with a Chief, one (1) full time Sergeant and 10 (ten)
part time officers. *Year 2000 census population was 2066.

e In 2008 the Police Department was staffed with a Chief, one (1) full time Sergeant, 2 (two) full
time officers and 7 (seven) part time officers.

e In 2014 the department was staffed with a Chief, 2 (two) full time officers and 9 (nine) part time
officers. The Cortland Police Department provided police coverage for approximately 19 hours a
day in 2014. *Year 2010 census population was 4270.

The aforementioned information is a snapshot of how far the CPD has progressed over the past 12
years. As you can see, the police department made some progress but unfortunately has regressed
somewhat along the way. One constant that should be noted is the level of coverage - which has not
significantly changed in 12 years.

Additional Factors Considered —

e The Sycamore Police Department plans to change their policy that currently allows officers to
work part time jobs. In 2014, the CPD employed 2 (two) part time officers from Sycamore PD.

e In February of this year we lost a part time officer from the DeKalb County Sheriff’s Department
due to maternity leave.





e 2 (two) of our part time officers will scale back their availability over the summer due to other
commitments.

e Recruiting qualified part time officers can be very difficult. The CPD has been fortunate in
previous years that local, highly qualified officers have been available. The climate has changed
— Higher pay at larger departments, fewer departments allowing officers to work part time jobs
and erratic hours has contributed to a smaller pool of officers available to our department.

e Turnover —Since the year 2000, the CPD has seen 26 officers come and go. The hiring of a new
officer requires time spent on background checks, Human Resource (HR) needs, equipment
purchases, orientation, and training. Small departments struggle to find time and staff members
to properly facilitate the aforementioned functions.

e |tis more difficult to properly monitor and control training needs of part time officers.

The delivery of police services has significantly changed over recent years. Municipalities and policing
bodies have seen a dramatic increase and exposure to civil liability. The public’s perception of the police
has also changed — Every action and decision made by officers is more closely scrutinized by the public
and media. Adequate training and supervision is more important now than it has ever been in law
enforcement. Adequate staffing provides us with more flexibility to schedule training and monitor
training needs of each officer. Due to current staffing levels, we are forced to use on-line training sites —
almost exclusively - for a vast majority of training. I've had to pass-up very good off-site training because
of a lack of bodies to replace the officers.

Over the past several years Community Policing programs and initiatives have been difficult if not
impossible to implement. I'm sure that every public official is keenly aware that we need the support of
the community to be affective. Community Policing programs are often useful when dealing with crime
problems and furthermore reflects a positive image on the department and Town.

The next two pages of this report contain statistical information that may be helpful for you to get a
better understanding of how our police department has been affected by a growth in population over
the last several years and how the CPD compares to other police agencies in the area.

With an addition of 2 officers in FY 15-16, part time hours will be reduced to approximately 2,585 — an

equivalency of approximately 1.25 officers.

WHEREAS, the Illinois Municipal Code, 65 ILCS 5/11-76.1-1, authorizes the
Town of Cortland (“Town”), to lease real property for public purposes by ordinance

WHEREAS, the corporate authorities deem it to be in the best interests of the
Town to lease this premises to provide for adequate storage for Public Works equipment
and supplies;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of
Trustees of the Town of Cortland, as follows:

SECTION 1. The foregoing recitals are hereby incorporated into and made a
part of this Ordinance as if fully set forth in this Section 1.

SECTION 2. The Board of Trustees hereby authorizes and directs the Town
President and Town Clerk to execute a lease of property at 46 Mary Aldis Lane (f/k/a

1911 Pampas Street) within the Town substantially in the form of the lease agreement

necessary to carry out the intent of this Ordinance.

LEASE AGREEMENT

This lease agreement is entered into on the date last subscribed below between the Town
of Cortland, DeKalb County, Illinois (referred to as “lessee”) and The DeL.ong Company,
Inc. d/b/a Delco Elevators, 9391 State Rt. 23, Waterman, DeKalb County, Illinois,
(referred to as “lessor”).

WHEREAS, Lessee has entered into a lease agreement with Delco Elevators (“lessor”) to
lease certain premises located at 46 Mary Aldis Lane (f/k/a 1911 Pampas Street),
Cortland, Illinois; consisting of a corrugated metal Quonset building adjoining lessee’s
Public Works facility for the storage of Public Works equipment and material;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements contained
in this lease, lessor and lessee agree and covenant as follows:

SECTION 1: Lessor leases to lessee the demised premises, consisting of a corrugated
metal Quonset building approximately 130 feet by 60 feet on Lot 11, Block 11, of
Original Town of Cortland, P.1.N. 09-29-205-009, as well as access to the building from
the adjoining Public Works yard.

SECTION 2: This lease shall be for an initial term of 12 months commencing on April
15, 2015 and terminating on April 14, 2016.

SECTION 3: During the term and any renewals or extensions of this lease, the total
monthly rental for the demised premises shall be $0.00.

SECTION 4: This shall be automatically renewed each year on April 15 for one
additional year at the rent and under the conditions specified in this lease, unless either
party gives notice to the other no later than March 30 that the lease will not be renewed.

SECTION 5: Lessee shall pay, when due, all charges for garbage disposal, refuse
removal, sewer usage, water, electricity, gas, fuel oil, telephone or other utility services,
if any, during the term of this lease and any renewal or extension of the lease. Lessee
shall be responsible for maintenance of the premises including mowing and snow
removal.

SECTION 6: Lessee agrees to repair all damage done by lessee, or lessee’s agents,
employees, or invitees, to the demised premises, on vacating the demised premises.

SECTION 7: Lessee shall maintain casualty and liability insurance coverage for the
leased premises and for lessee’s equipment and material stored in the leased building.
Lessee shall provide casualty insurance coverage on the leased building at a value of
$50,000.00. Lessee waives any rights it may have against lessor Delco Elevators on
account of any loss or damage suffered by lessee in the leased premises or the building on
the leased premises, arising from any risk covered or which could have been covered by
lessee’s insurance coverage, except when such loss or damage is caused by the sole

negligence of the lessor. Lessee, on behalf of its insurance company insuring the leased
premises against any such loss or damage, waives any right of subrogation that it may
have against lessor. Lessee shall name lessor as additional insured under its insurance
policies covering the premises and , if requested, shall provide certification to lessor of
such status as an additional insured.

SECTION 8: Lessee, on behalf of itself, its officers, trustees, directors, board members,
employees, agents, insurers, representatives, executors, administrators and assigns does
hereby irrevocably waive, release and hold harmless lessor and their heirs, agents,
representatives, executors, administrators and assigns, from any and all claims, demands,
damages, grievances, causes of action or suits that may arise during this term of this lease
and any renewals thereof for liability for harm or injury caused by, growing out of, or
connected to the lease of the premises and the storage of Public Works equipment and
material in the leased building.

SECTION 9: Upon request, lessee shall provide to lessor a list of the equipment and
material regularly stored at the building.

SECTION 10: Lessee shall be responsible for the costs of preparing this lease and any
other legal or administrative costs associated with the preparation and execution of this
lease.

SECTION 11: This lease agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts,
each of which shall be deemed to be an original, but all of which together shall constitute
but one and the same instrument.

Pricing. The Environmental Professional shall insert price for all proposed items and all other
information requested in these specifications. The price shall be the full, delivered cost to the Town
of Cortland with no additions.

Prompt Payment Act. The Town of Cortland intends to comply with the governmental prompt
payment act. The awarded vendor will be paid upon submission of invoices.

. 'W-9 Request For Taxpayer Identification Number. Prior to issuance of a purchase order, the
successful contractor, will be required to supply the Town of Cortland with a Federal W-9 “Request
for Taxpayer Identification Number and Certification.” Failure to comply with this requirement
will be considered a violation of contract terms, for which the Town may bar the vendor from
bidding for a period of up to three years.

Legal Compliance. The contractor awarded this work will comply with all Federal, State, County,
and Town laws, ordinances, rules and regulations, which in any manner affect the product or
service placed for proposal herein. Lack of knowledge on the part of the awarded vendor of
applicable law will in no way be cause for release of this obligation. If the town becomes aware of
violation of any laws, ordinances, rules and regulations on the part of the awarded contractor, it
reserves the right to reject any proposal, cancel any contract, and pursue any other legal remedies
deemed necessary.

Legal Requirements. This contract sets forth the entire final agreement between the Town of
Cortland and the contractor and shall govern the respective duties and obligations of the parties.
The validity of this contract, and any disputes arising from the contract, shall be governed by the
laws of the State of Illinois. Any litigation under this agreement shall be resolved in the trial
courts of DeKalb County, State of Illinois.

Safety. Prevention of accidents at any project is the sole responsibility of the awarded contractor
and its subcontractors, agents, and employees. The awarded contractor, its subcontractors, agents,
and employees shall be fully and solely responsible for the safety of this project. The awarded
vendor shall retain exclusive and direct control over the acts or omissions of it subcontractors,
agents and employees, and any other persons performing portions of the work and not directly
employed by the awarded contractor.

Criminal Background Check. When necessary for the protection of citizens and/or Town
staff, the Town may require an awarded vendor to conduct a criminal background check on all
of its personnel who will have direct contact with Town facilities or residents/businesses served
under this contract. Personnel are defined as representatives, agents, employees, subcontractors,
or anyone else who will be utilized to fulfill obligations under this contract. Criminal background
checks, at a minimum, shall consist of a county level felony and misdemeanor check for each
county in which the personnel resided in the last 10 years. The awarded vendor shall notify the
Town of any of its personnel who have been convicted of a felony or misdemeanor prior to
commencing any work under this contract. At the Town's discretion, personnel with any felony

or misdemeanor convictions which raise a concern about the safety of building, property, or
Town staff/resident's personal security, or is otherwise job related (as determined by the
Town) shall not perform work under this contract. Once given notice that a background
check(s) will be required, it must be completed within 14 calendar days so as to not delay work to
be completed.

Control of the Work. With respect to the awarded vendor's own work, the Town shall not
have contractual, operational, and/or supervisory control over and/or charge of the work
and shall not be responsible for testing/remediation means, methods, techniques, sequences,
procedures, and programs in connection with the awarded vendor's work, since these are solely
the vendor's responsibility under the agreement. The Town shall not be responsible for the
awarded vendor's failure to carry out the work in accordance with the agreement's terms and
conditions. The Town shall not have control over and/or charge of acts or omissions of the
awarded vendor, its subcontractors, and/or their agents or employees, or any other person
performing portions of the work not directly employed by the awarded vendor. The awarded
vendor shall be considered to be an "independent contractor" pursuant to Illinois law.

Taxes. No charge will be allowed for taxes from which the Town of Cortland, Illinois is
exempt. The Town of Cortland, Illinois is not liable for the Illinois Retailers' Occupation
Tax, the Service Occupation Tax or the Service Use Tax. The Town is exempt from the Federal
Excise and Transportation Tax.

Withdrawal of Proposals. Firms may withdraw or cancel their proposal at any time prior
to the proposal opening. After the opening time, no proposal shall be withdrawn or
cancelled. All proposals shall be firm and valid for a period of sixty (60) calendar days. If a
contractor to whom a contract is awarded refuses to accept the award, the Town may, at its
discretion, suspend the bidder for a period of time up to three (3) years.

Subcontracting. The contractor shall provide information for all subcontractors, leased
operators/equipment, and suppliers and all other information requested. The awarded vendor
may not subcontract any portion of the contract after award without written consent of the
Town of Cortland. When subcontractors are used, the awarded vendor is required to pay
subcontractors promptly after completion of work. Delay of payment is prohibited.

Termination of Contract. The Town of Cortland reserves the right to terminate the contract
in its entirety or in portions, upon written notice to the awarded vendor, if the Town Board
does not appropriate sufficient funds to complete the contract or in the event of default by the
awarded vendor. Default is defined as failure of the awarded vendor to perform any of the
provisions of this contract or failure to make sufficient progress so as to endanger performance
of this contract in accordance with its terms. In the event of default, the Town may
purchase the service(s) from other sources and hold the defaulting company responsible for any
excess costs occasioned thereby.

The contract will be awarded to a responsible and responsive
contractor. The Town reserves the right to request any information necessary
to determine a vendor's ability to complete the work desired. This may include
standard specification information and references from other clients. If these
information requests are denied, the Town reserves the right to reject the
proposal.

Examination of Site. Contractors shall carefully examine the project site(s) to
eliminate misconceptions, verify dimensions, elevation, working conditions,
transportation and storage facilities.

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In the case of identification of non-friable ACMs at the Property, an alternate option is possible, leaving non-
friable materials in-place at the time of demolition. However, all building materials would then be required to
be disposed of as ACM waste. Since the latter option is likely more costly, abatement of the non-friable ACMs
prior to performing demolition would be considered for cost savings. Inland will offer estimates of this
optional approach in an effort to provide the Owner with informed decisions for their further direction.

Lead Based Paint (LBP):

In accordance with the requirements of the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA) and the Illinois
Department of Public Health (IDPH), a limited investigation for the presence of lead based paint (LBP) is
necessary to determine the potential impact at the Property as a result of the demolition activities by peeling or
deposits of LBP within the immediate surrounding soils. If in the event LBP is discovered which could impact
the soils around the structures as a result of the demolition activities, additional engineering controls to prevent
this occurrence would be prudent to implement at the Property prior to performing demolition.

Inland’s proposal includes an inspection and analysis of exterior paint finishes for the presence of LBP for a
further determination of requirements should a hazard be found present. Based upon the current IEPA
Requirements, mitigation of LBP is not necessary for the entire building component debris containing LBP on
the basis of local and area landfill permitting requirements which allow for the disposal of building materials
containing LBP as solid waste.

Other requirements may be necessary at the receiving landfill for clean construction demolition debris (CCDD)
to demonstrate the aggregate material(s) do not exceed certain limits for lead. It is our recommendation that the
demolition contractor confirm that the presence of LBP (if present) within mixed demolition waste is
acceptable. A representative composite sample of all building materials for analysis by the Toxic Leaching
Characteristic Leaching Procedure (TCLP) Lead may be necessary but not included as a requirement or cost
item unless otherwise necessary for the approval of waste disposal of the building structures at the demolition
contractor’s facility selection. TCLP lead Sample collection, analysis, and reporting will be at an additional
cost.

The following Services Agreement is entered into as of the first date of proposal acceptance between Inland Environmental

outlined by our proposal (hereafter refereed to as the "Services") in conjunction with this Services Agreement. Inland’s
proposal and Services Agreement are collectively referred to herein as the "Agreement."

2. CHANGES IN SCOPE OF SERVICES. Client understands that by reason of the nature of the engagement, changes in
the Services may be necessary or appropriate. Client may from time-to-time request changes in the Services, each of which
shall be subject to Inland's approval.
