AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE ANNEXATION OF 
CERTAIN TERRITORY COMMONLY KNOWN AS  


THE MOUND REST CEMETERY TO THE TOWN OF CORTLAND  
  
 WHEREAS, the Mound Rest Cemetery Association has filed a petition in accordance 
with 65 ILCS 5/7-1-8, seeking annexation of certain territory owned by it consisting of 
approximately 4.56 acres to the Town of Cortland; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the parcel lies contiguous to, but presently outside of, the boundaries of the 
Town, and is not within the corporate limits of any municipality; and 
 
 WHEREAS, due notice has been provided to public bodies required to receive such 
notice pursuant to statute; and 
 
 WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the Town of Cortland that the territory be 
annexed thereto,  
 
 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Corporate Authorities of the Town of 
Cortland, DeKalb County, Illinois as follows: 
 
1. That the territory commonly known as Mound Rest Cemetery, as legally described on 
attached Exhibit “A”, and indicated on the accurate map of annexed territory attached as Exhibit 
“B”, appended to and made a part of this Ordinance, is hereby annexed to the Town of Cortland, 
Illinois. 
 
2. That the official map of the Town of Cortland be amended to reflect extension of 
corporate limits of the Town of Cortland to include said territory to the far side of any adjacent 
roadways annexed thereby. 
 
3. That the Town Clerk is hereby directed to record with the Recorder and to file with the 
County Clerk, a certified copy of this Ordinance, together with the accurate map of the territory 
annexed appended to said Ordinance. 
 
4. That this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and 
approval as provided by law.

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RESOLUTION 2016-03 
 


A RESOLUTION ACKNOWLEDGING THE TRANSFER OF ASSETS BY THE 
MOUND REST CEMETERY ASSOCIATION TO THE TOWN OF CORTLAND, 


AND AUTHORIZING THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A MUNICIPAL CEMETERY TO 
CONTINUE OPERATION OF THE MOUND REST CEMETERY 


 
 WHEREAS, while the Mound Rest Cemetery Association has owned and operated the 
Mound Rest Cemetery since 1917, the Association has, in recent years, suffered from lack of 
funds to sustain the ongoing maintenance and operational needs of the cemetery; and  
 
 WHEREAS, the Association in recognition of its inability to sustain operation, passed a 
Resolution on June 21, 2016, petitioning the Town of Cortland for Annexation of the cemetery to 
the Town, and authorizing Association officers to fully pursue the transfer of cemetery 
operations and all assets and contracts to the Town; and  
 
 WHEREAS, the Town of Cortland deems it in the best interest of its citizens and the 
community to accept such transfer of assets of the cemetery, assignment of existing contracts, 
and to undertake operation of a municipal cemetery which will continue to be known as the 
Mound Rest Cemetery.   
  
 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the President and the Board of Trustees 
of the Town of Cortland, DeKalb County, Illinois, as follows: 
 


1. That the Town acknowledges the actions of the Mound Rest Cemetery Association in 
pursuing surrender of its cemetery license, transfer of ownership of assets to the Town, 
annexation of the Mound Rest Cemetery to the Town, conveyance of land, and 
assignment of existing contracts and funds held to the Town. 
 


2. That the Town, through this Resolution, hereby accepts transfer of all assets held by the 
Mound Rest Cemetery Association, accepts assignment of all existing contracts, and 
authorizes the establishment of a municipal cemetery in accordance with the laws of the 
State of Illinois in order to continue the ongoing operation of the Mound Rest Cemetery. 
 


3. That the officials and officers of the Town of Cortland are hereby authorized to take all 
necessary actions to fulfill the intent and requirements of Paragraph 2 above, including 
but not limited to accepting and recording a deed to the real estate, accepting a Bill of 
Sale for personal property owned by the Association, accepting assignment of existing lot 
contracts, accepting transfer of control over any cemetery trust funds or other funds held 
by the Association, registering a municipal cemetery with appropriate officials of the 
State of Illinois, applying for necessary licenses to operate a municipal cemetery, and 
engaging in all matters associated with the Town’s undertaking of responsibility for 
operation of the Mound Rest Cemetery.  
 


4. That the officials and officers of the Town of Cortland are hereby vested with specific 
authority to carry on all necessary day-to-day cemetery operations, pending further action 
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by the Town to establish specific policies, ordinances, rules and regulations governing the 
operation of the Mound Rest Cemetery

ORDINANCE NO. 2016-09 
 


AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ACQUISITION FOR PUBLIC PURPOSES OF REAL 
ESTATE COMMONLY KNOWN AS 85 S. SOMONAUK ROAD, CORTLAND, ILLINOIS 


 


WHEREAS, the Town of Cortland (the “Town”), an Illinois non-home rule municipal 


corporation, is authorized under the Illinois Municipal Code to acquire and hold real property for its 


corporate purposes; and 


WHEREAS, the Town is a non-home rule municipality and, as such, may exercise delegated statutory 


and Constitutional powers and such powers as are necessarily implied therefrom; and  


WHEREAS, the Town is authorized and empowered by the General Assembly pursuant to 65 ILCS 


5/2-3-8 to acquire and hold property for public purposes; and 


WHEREAS, the Town is specifically authorized and empowered by the General Assembly pursuant 


to 65 ILCS 5/11-71-1(a) to acquire by purchase, own, equip, manage, control, improve, maintain and operate a 


motor vehicle parking lot; and 


 WHEREAS, the Town President and Board of Trustees (the “Corporate Authorities”) desire 


to acquire certain real property commonly known as 85 S. Somonauk Road, Cortland, DeKalb 


County, Illinois 60112, bearing the tax identification number (PIN) 09-29-134-010 and legally 


described as follows: 


LOT 9 (EXCEPT THE EAST 52 FEET AND EXCEPT THE WEST 66 FEET 
THEREOF) AND LOT 10 (EXCEPT THE WEST 66 FEET THEREOF), IN BLOCK 
9 ALL IN THE ORIGINAL TOWN OF CORTLAND, ACCORDING TO THE PLAT 
THEREOF RECORDED IN BOOK “A” OF PLATS, PAGE 6, IN DEKALB 
COUNTY, ILLINOIS. 
 


(the “Property”), and use said the Property for public purposes; and 


WHEREAS, the Corporate Authorities hereby find that the Property is useful, necessary and 


advantageous for the Town to acquire and maintain under public ownership and control for the purposes of 


operating a municipal parking lot available for use by the general public; and 







WHEREAS, DeKalb County, as Trustee (“Seller”) holds title to the Property, pursuant to the issuance 


of a tax deed in connection with Case No. 15 TX 43 in the Circuit Court of the Twenty-Third Judicial Circuit, 


DeKalb County, Illinois (the “Tax Case”); 


WHEREAS, the Corporate Authorities of the Town hereby find and determine that it is in the public 


interest to enter into a purchase and sale agreement with Seller for the Property in accordance with the terms 


and conditions set forth in the agreement herein approved;  


 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the Town of 


Cortland, County of DeKalb, Illinois, as follows: 


 


SECTION 1. Recitals.  The foregoing recitals shall be and are hereby incorporated into and made a 


part of this Ordinance as if fully set forth in this Section 1.   


 


SECTION 2. Enactment 


A. The Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to execute, and the Town Clerk is hereby 


authorized and directed to attest that certain real estate purchase and sale agreement known as the 


Purchase Contract (hereinafter, the “Agreement”) and appended hereto as Exhibit A and 


incorporated as though fully set forth herein. 


B. The Town Treasurer or her designee is authorized and directed to draw upon Town 


funds and write a check in the amount of SIX HUNDRED FIFTY AND NO/100 DOLLARS 


($650.00) [the “Purchase Funds”] payable to the “DeKalb County Trustee Payment Account” in 


order to effectuate the purchase. 


C. The Town Clerk is authorized and directed to transmit the executed Agreement and Purchase 


Funds to Seller’s agent in accordance with Seller’s instructions. 


D.  The Mayor, Town Clerk and/or attorney are each authorized and directed to execute such 







documents and take such steps as may be necessary or convenient to implement the provisions of this 


Ordinance. 


 


  SECTION 3. Repealer.  All ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such 


conflict. 


 


 SECTION 4. Saving Clause. If any section, paragraph, clause, or provision of this Ordinance shall be 


held invalid, the invalidity thereof shall not affect any of the other provisions of this Ordinance, which are hereby 


declared to be separable.  


 


SECTION 5. Effectiveness.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its 


passage, approval, and publication in the manner provided by law.
