If an RFP is accepted, the Town would move
forward with an ordinance and an agreement with a contractor.

Drafting AN RFP

The following ideas were discussed as what everyone would be looking for in an RFP: Limit # of days for pick-up,
recycling, leaf and landscape pick-up, aceptable recyclables, carts and containers, billing and collections to be
done by contractor, sponsorship of Town events, pick-up times, encourage discounts to seniors or veterans, and
any other programs offered, i.e. stickers.

Comments and Concerns

Trustee Haier said he drove by the property where the fence was installed at 575 N. Longmeadow St. and
thought it looked okay. Trustee Haier also said that he has talked to several people, including Chief Spangler,
about the DeKalb County Police Academy being held in January, 2016. He has heard that the program is well
worth attending and is considering doing so. He has checked the website and there will be a sign up period in
August if anyone else is interested. This is a three month program. Trustee Lanning said he attended this
academy and agreed that it is very much worth the time you put into it.

Trustee Fioretto asked about mosquito abatement. Mayor Stokes stated that it's not cost effective because we
are surrounded by fields. It's most effective when your town and towns that are back to back all agree to spray.
Trustee Fioretto asked if something could be put in the newsletter regarding reducing standing water around
your property.

Trustee Stone gave an update on Summer Fest activities and asked for volunteers that could help out Friday and
Saturday for two hours. Trustee Stone asked about a playhouse at 111 W Chestnut that looks like it would be in
violation.
