Applicant: Town of Cortland on behalf of the Festival and Parade Committee

Event: August 14 & 15, 2015

Summer Fest, Cortland Community Park 70 S Llanos Street

Requested Exemption: Chapter 4 Section 5-4-4 Exemptions: D. Community Events Exemption from
night hours - until 12:00 a.m. (Section 5-4-2 B)

Standards for Variance:

1.

The proposed variance of the requirements would result in great practical difficulties or
hardship to the applicant;

The purpose of the community event is to have live music from 6:00 p.m. to 12:00 a.m. on
Friday, August 14, 2015; and live music from 12:00 p.m. to 12:00 a.m. on Saturday, August
15, 2015.

Strict application of the requirements would result in great practical difficulties or hardship
to the applicant;
The bands will play until festival closes at 12:00 a.m.

The proposed variance is the minimum deviation from such requirements that shall
alleviate the difficulties/hardship;
12:00 a.m. would be the minimum deviation.

The plight of the applicant is due to peculiar circumstances not of his own making;
Holding the event is supported by the Town and hours are reasonable for a community
festival.

The peculiar circumstances engendering the variance request are not applicable to other
property within the district, and therefore, that a variance would be a more appropriate
remedy than an amendment;

The request only affects this event and therefore, the variance is the appropriate remedy.

The variance, if granted, shall not alter the essential character of the area where the
premises in question are located.

The variance will not alter the essential character of the area. The variation is not
permanent and the event is consistent with the small town character the Town Board is
attempting to perpetuate.

ORDINANCE NO. 2015-XX
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CREATION OF A
CLASS E LIQUOR LICENSE FOR TOWN OF CORTLAND FESTIVAL

WHEREAS, the Town of Cortland is authorized by the Illinois Liquor Control Act of
1934, 235 ILCS 5/4-1 et seq., to regulate the number and classification of local liquor licenses, to
regulate or prohibit the presence of persons under age 21 from a licensed liquor retail
establishment, to regulate and restrict the issuance of and operations under local liquor licenses as
the public good and convenience may require, and to provide penalties for the violation of such
regulations and restrictions; and,

WHEREAS, the Illinois Liquor Control Act of 1934, 235 ILCS 5/4-4, authorizes the local
liquor control commissioner to grant, suspend, and revoke for cause all local liquor licenses
within the jurisdiction, to authorize entry upon licensed premises, to receive complaints of
violations of State and local liquor regulations, and to receive local license fees and pay such fees
to the town treasurer, among other duties; and,

WHEREAS, Section 3-9-5 of the Cortland Town Code provides that the Town Board of
Trustees may authorize the creation of a liquor license, which the local liquor control
commissioner, in his or her discretion, may then issue; and,

WHEREAS, TOWN OF CORTLAND has applied for a Class E liquor license
authorizing the retail sale of beer at the Cortland Community Park and has met the application
requirements set forth in the Town’s liquor control ordinance for such a license; and,

WHEREAS, the corporate authorities of the Town of Cortland deem it to be in the
interest of the public health, safety and welfare of Town residents to authorize the creation of a
Class E liquor license for issuance to Town of Cortland;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF

TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF CORTLAND, DEKALB COUNTY, ILLINOIS, as follows:

SECTION 1: The foregoing preambles are incorporated in this Section as if fully
stated herein.

SECTION 2:  Applicant Town of Cortland has met the application requirements for a
Class E liguor license with respect to the Cortland Summer Fest, and the Cortland Board of
Trustees finds that the applicant has demonstrated its capability for responsible retail sale of
alcoholic liquor such as to justify the creation of a Class E liquor license.

SECTION 3: The Board of Trustees hereby creates a Class E liquor license for the
benefit of the Cortland Summer Fest.

SECTION 4: This Class E liquor license is created subject to all applicable Town
Codes and regulations and state and federal law.

SECTION 5:  This Class E liquor license is good for August 14, 2015, and August 15,
2015, at the Cortland Community Park in conjunction with Cortland Summer Fest.

SECTION 6:. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its

passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING PREVAILING WAGE RATES
TO BE PAID TO LABORERS, MECHANICS AND OTHER WORKERS
PERFORMING CONSTRUCTION OF PUBLIC WORKS
IN THE TOWN OF CORTLAND,
De KALB COUNTY, ILLINOIS

WHEREAS, the State of lllinois has enacted the Prevailing Wage Act, approved June 26, 1941, as
amended, being 820 ILCS 130/0.01 through 130/12 (the "Act"); and

WHEREAS, the Act requires that during the month of June of each calendar year the Board of
Trustees of the Town of Cortland (the "Town") investigate and ascertain the prevailing rate of wages, as
defined in said Act, in the "locality" of the Town for laborers, mechanics and other workers performing
construction of public works for the Town.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
TOWN OF CORTLAND, De KALB COUNTY, ILLINOIS, as follows:

Section 1: To the extent and as required by the Act, the general prevailing rate of wages in
this locality for laborers, mechanics and other workers engaged in the construction of public works
coming under the jurisdiction of the Town is hereby ascertained to be the same as the prevailing rate of
wages for construction work in De Kalb County as determined by the Department of Labor of the State
of lllinois {the "Department") as of June 2015 a copy of that determination being attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference. As required by said Act, any and all revisions of the prevailing rate of
wages by the Department shall supersede the Department's June determination and apply to any and all

public works construction undertaken by the Town. The definition of any terms appearing in this

Ordinance which are also used in the Act shall be the same as in the Act.

Section 2: Nothing herein contained is intended to apply nor shall be construed to apply
said prevailing rate of wages as herein ascertained to any work or employment performed on behalf of
this Town except public works construction to the extent required by the Act.

Section 3: If any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be held
invalid, the invalidity thereof shall not affect any of the other provisions of this Ordinance.

Section 4: All Ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such
conflict.

Section5: .  The Town Clerk shall publicly post or keep available for inspection by any
interested party in the main office of this Town this determination of prevailing rate of wages. A copy of
this determination or of the current revised determination of prevailing rate of wages then in effect shall
be attached to all contract specifications.

Section 6: The Town Clerk shall promptly file a certified copy of this Ordinance with the
Secretary of State of lllinois in Springfield.

Section 7: Within thirty (30) days after filing a certified copy of this Ordinance with the
Secretary of State, the Town Clerk shall cause to be published in a newspaper of general circulation
within the area a notice that this determination is effective and constitutes the determination of this
public body.

Section 8: The Town Clerk shall mail a copy of this Ordinance to any employer, and to any
association of employers and to any person or association of employees who have filed their names and
addresses, requesting copies of any determination stating the particular rates and the particular class of

workers whose wages will be affected by such rates.
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Section 9: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage,

approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.

DEKALB COUNTY

IRONWORKERS (NORTHWEST) - That portion of the county from a point
where the western county line intersects with Rt. 30, continuing
eastward to Shabbona, north between Shabbona and Clare, and northeast
between Clare and New Lebanon.

The following list is considered as those days for which holiday rates
of wages for work performed apply: New Years Day, Memorial Day,

Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and
Veterans Day in some classifications/counties. Generally, any of
these holidays which fall on a Sunday is celebrated on the following
Monday. This then makes work performed on that Monday payable at the
appropriate overtime rate for holiday pay. Common practice in a given
local may alter certain days of celebration. If in doubt, please
check with IDOL.

EXPLANATION OF CLASSES

ASBESTOS - GENERAL - removal of asbestos material/mold and hazardous
materials from any place in a building, including mechanical systems
where those mechanical systems are to be removed. This includes the
removal of asbestos materials/mold and hazardous materials from
ductwork or pipes in a building when the building is to be demclished
at the time or at some close future date.

ASBESTOS - MECHANICAL - removal of asbestos material from mechanical
systems, such as pipes, ducts, and boilers, where the mechanical
systems are to remain.

CERAMIC TILE FINISHER

The grouting, cleaning, and polishing of all classes of tile, whether
for interior or exterior purposes, all burned, glazed or unglazed
products; all composition materials, granite tiles, warning detectable
tiles, cement tiles, epoxy composite materials, pavers, glass,
mosaics, fiberglass, and all substitute materials, for tile made in
tile-like units; all mixtures in tile like form of cement, metals, and
other materials that are for and intended for use as a finished floor
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surface, stair treads, promenade roofs, walks, walls, ceilings,
swimming pools, and all other places where tile is to form a finished
interior or exterior. The mixing of all setting mortars including but
not limited to thin-set mortars, epoxies, wall mud, and any other

sand and cement mixtures or adhesives when used in the preparation,
installation, repair, or maintenance of tile and/or similar materials.
The handling and unloading of all sand, cement, lime, tile,

fixtures, equipment, adhesives, or any other materials to be used in
the preparation, installation, repair, or maintenance of tile and/or
similar materials. Ceramic Tile Finishers shall fill all joints and
voids regardless of method on all tile work, particularly and
especially after installation of said tile work. Application of any
and all protective coverings to all types of tile installations
including, but not be limited to, all soap compounds, paper products,
tapes, and all polyethylene coverings, plywood, masonite, cardboard,
and any new type of products that may be used to protect tile
installations, Blastrac equipment, and all floor scarifying equipment
used in preparing floors to receive tile. The clean up and removal of
all waste and materials. All demolition of existing tile floors and
walls to be re-tiled.

COMMUNICATIONS TECHNICIAN

Installing, manufacturing, assembling and maintaining sound and
intercom, protection alarm (security), fire alarm, master antenna
television, closed circuit television, low voltage control for
computers and/or door monitoring, school communications systems,
telephones and servicing of nurse and emergency calls, and the
installation and maintenance of transmit and receive antennas,
transmitters, receivers, and associated apparatus which operates in
conjunction with above systems. All work associated with these system
installations will be included EXCEPT the installation of protective
metallic conduit in new construction projects (excluding less than
ten-foot, runs strictly for protection of cable) and 120 volt AC (or
higher) power wiring and associated hardware.

LABORER, SKILLED - HIGHWAY

Individuals engaged in the following types of work, irrespective of
the site of the work: asbestos abatement worker, handling of any
materials with any foreign matter harmful to skin or clothing, track
laborer, cement handlers, chloride handlers, the unloading and loading
with steel workers and re-bars, concrete workers wet, tunnel helpers
in free air, batch dumpers, mason tenders, kettle and tar men, tank
cleaners, plastic installers, scaffold workers, motorized buggies or
motorized unit used for wet concrete or handling of building
materials, laborers with de-watering systems, sewer workers plus
depth, rod and chainmen with technical engineers, rod and chainmen
with land surveyors, rod and chainmen with surveyors, vibrator
operators, cement silica, clay, fly ash, lime and plasters, handlers
(bulk or bag), cofferdam workers plus depth, on concrete paving,

Landscaping work falls under the existing classifications for laborer,
operating engineer and truck driver.

The work performed by landscape operators
(regardless of equipment used or its size) is covered by the
classifications of operating engineer. The work performed by
landscape truck drivers (regardless of size of truck driven) is
covered by the classifications of truck driver.
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2014-2015 Annual Report to the Town of Cortland

In the fiscal year ending April 30, 2015, Cortland Library circulated 71,251 items at
the library checkout stations. Approximately 10% of these items were picked up
by library patrons from nearby towns who find Cortland Library congenial and
convenient. We loan out roughly twice the items thru inter-library loan compared
to the number of items our local patrons request we borrow from other libraries.

The automated counter recorded 46,340 patron visits (great library use for a town
of 4,270). Cortland taxpayers downloaded over 1,000 titles from library prepaid
electronic e-books, e-magazines or e-audiobooks to their devices. Downloads do
not require visiting the physical library for desired items. Increasing digital use
may result in lower attendance figures, but the use of the library offerings
continues.

Cortland Library remains a busy place. Girls Scouts meet here twice a month.
Homeschool parents occasionally arrange a workshop at our library. We host
some of NIU’s STEM (Science & Engineering, Technology) events.

Cortland Library offers a variety of weekly programs for the public. For small
children we offer Wednesday and Thursday Pre-school Story Times at 10 am.
These are well attended by families and local daycare providers. Tuesday
evenings at 7, Mrs. Pardridge presents a Story Time geared to early elementary
students. Jessie Kramer runs a “6™ Grade and Up” group that meets afterschool
on Thursdays. Mrs. McAllister meets with her “Story and Craft Group” for 1%
grade and up, on Wednesdays at 4:30. We did cancel Mrs. McAllister’s
“Elementary Writers Group” because of low attendance.

Ryan Black runs the VERY popular (mostly boys) Poke’man Club; currently on
Thursday nights. Boys tend to stop leisure reading by 4™ grade; Poke’mon brings
them into the library, where they tend to check out the Poke’mon books and
many other graphic novels. Leisure reading is essential practice for elementary &
middle school students. Without leisure reading, student easily fall behind in
grade level reading improvement. Readers must practice.

Monday evenings we offer “Crochet “for adults and children at 6:30. Lessons are
given by Deb Frankovich, a certified crochet instructor. They laugh a lot!





Cortland Library’s Book Club meets on Fridays at 7:30 to discuss their current
read. Mrs. Chrissie Donnelly leads the group, selects titles, orders copies thru
inter-library loan, and co-ordinates snacks. Currently this is a “ladies only”
meeting held monthly.

We have had a Summer Reading program yearly since 1984. Over 380 children,
teens and adults participated in 2014. The purpose of Sumer Reading is to
encourage reading, and help prevent the drop in reading abilities experienced
over the summer months, if children do not continue to read. Summer Reading
draws families in; during June and July of 2014, we counted 10, 577 patron visits.

Our weekly summer program, “Lunch and Listen”, drew up to 30 young
participants at one session. They listen to an audiobook, and read along silently
with a print copy. They eat pizza. They do not realize they are learning, using a
fluency building reading technique. Mrs. Black runs this program and selects the
books, with input from attendees.

Mrs. Danielle Bryant, her friends & family, built the 1% place “Star Wars Reads”
float for the October Cortland Parade. The Saturday before the parade, Mrs.
Black organized a hugely popular “Star Wars Reads” event at the library. Fabric
was provided for kids to make their own Jedi robe. Light-sabers were
constructed, games were played, and Darth Vader (Dan Milroy) visited for phot
ops. Over 40 people, mostly in costume, walked with our float the next day.

Libraries have become “community centers”. The old measures of use,
attendance and circulation of materials, no longer accurately measure library
success or value to the community. Computer users are often just that! They use
the computers, but do not checkout books, magazines or movies. This behavior
causes them to be uncounted at Cortland Library.

Cortland Library has no automated way to record computer users. The software
that retains the integrity of our computers, repels counting programs. Cody
Owen was investigating other options for us before his untimely death in
December 2014. Cody was the brains and push behind keeping Cortland Library
current, computer-wise. He frugally found a way to upgrade our public
workstations in Summer 2014, after Monsanto granted us only half the funding
we had requested via their Site Grant program. We miss Cody every time we turn
on a computer.





Cortland Library participated again on the Saturday afternoon of Summer Fest
2014. Waste Management had donated $5,000 to the library, so we used some
of that money to pay for free pony rides (and the event insurance!) We again
provided games, crafts, tie dying, bingo, face painting and the ever popular “duck
pond” for about 200 children. With shrinking tax revenue, and without another
large donation, this may have been our last Summer Fest. The law states that
library staff must be paid for working this activity, and paying 6-8 staff members
for 4 hours work, plus the cost of supplies and prizes, is a huge budget liability.

Our library needs $250,000 to function properly. We plan to levy about $210,000
in December 2015. Tax caps, zero growth, and dropping Real Estate values
resulted in library tax income dropping to $209,000 for FY2016. Real Estate taxes
provide the backbone of library funding. In the face of continued loss of this
revenue, the library staff will continue to reduce budget line items. Our goal is to
cut the most, where patrons will see it the least.

To combat the loss of funding due to EAV decline, Cortland library applied for
grants. We received a $5,000 donation from Waste Management. We were
awarded $1,500 from a Dollar General Summer Reading grant, $5,000 from an
LSTA “Another Back to Books” grant, $5.337.50 from the lllinois Per Capita grant,
and S 7,996 from the DeKalb County Community Foundation for shelving and new
craft tables. The Monsanto Site Fund Grant awarded us $4,000, half of our
request, to upgrade computers. Heather wrote and received a $1,000 grant to
Walmart for library programs.

As of June, 2015, the library has cancelled our expensive Zinnio contract for
downloadable magazines. Use was insufficient for the cost. Only a handful of
users will miss this service. We also dropped the Mango Languages database
because use did not support the yearly expense. It is frustrating to have to go
backward in providing the best possible library services to our community.
Technology is the way into the future, but funding is limiting our download
offerings.

Lack of space in our building is another liability. To “improve” libraries are
supposed to increase their collection size. We cannot. Books that have not
circulated within two years must be discarded to make room for new, popular
titles. Shelving space limits our collection size. Currently we own 4,337 DVD’s,





and have resorted to using very skinny cases to squeeze them onto the display
shelves. We can only keep a few issues of magazines, and have given up retaining
more than a week of the local newspaper. The Daily Chronicle has been donating
25 copies for the library to give away, but we can’t store back issues.

Using the PrairieCat checkout system’s most recent statistics, our library
circulation numbers compare with those at the larger cities of LaSalle and
Rochelle. Dividing circulation by number of cardholders, Cortland patrons check
out 35.7 items per user. DeKalb library had a 19.9 per patron figure, Sycamore
recorded 22.3, and Malta circulated 20.5. Our library is exceptionally well used.

The budget crunch is causing us to evaluate each purchase and activity. We will
continue to provide the best library services our EAV tax base can provide.

RESULTS OF PUBIC HEARING:

Jeff Lewis, as the Town’s Hearing Officer, conducted a public hearing on May 27, 2015, to consider the
applicant’s request to increase the maximum height of a fence from four feet to six feet in a required
corner side yard. A copy of the notes from this meeting is attached as Exhibit 2. Also attached to this
report is Mr. Lewis’ report (Exhibit 1) which includes his recommendation:

“It is recommended that the Application for Zoning Variation for the property at 575 N. Longmeadow
Street, Cortland, lllinois (PIN: 09-17-378-011) be GRANTED. It is further recommended that the allowed
variation be limited as follows: the six-foot high fence shall not encroach upon the side yards, either to
the north or south, any further than the dimensions shown on the Proposed Site Plan attached to the
Application.”

BACKGROUND:

575 N. Longmeadow Street is located at the southwest corner of Longmeadow Street and Prairiefield
Drive. The Applicant has applied to have a pool within their backyard. Per the Municipal Code, pools
are required to have a barrier that can either be a four foot high fence or a guardrail along the top of the
pool. Due to site conditions the Applicant is seeking to place a six-foot high fence within the corner side
yard (as depicted on the site plan submitted with the application).

A public hearing was conducted on May 27, 2015, to consider her request. Details regarding the hearing
are found in Exhibit 2, along with the Hearing Officer’s recommendation (Exhibit 1). Further details
related to the case are included in my May 21, 2015, advisory report to Jeff Lewis (Exhibit 3).

STAFF COMMENTS:

The Applicant is seeking two variances to address the height and location of the proposed fence that
would ultimately allow a six foot high fence in a Corner Side Yard. It is important to note that variances
are to be considered as exceptions to the Zoning Code, that there is something that is unique about the
property that would prohibit or extremely limit the property owner from complying with the zoning
regulations. The purpose of the public hearing is to gather information that will help determine if there
are any unique circumstances that would support the request for a variance. Information that is
collected is then analyzed and put into a report using a strict format, known as Findings of Fact (there
are proposed findings of fact in my May 21* memo to Jeff Lewis, along with his Findings of Fact located
in his Hearing Officer Report). Based upon the information that is gathered during the hearing process
and supported by the Findings of Fact the Hearing Officer is charged with presenting the Board with a
report that includes his recommendation (attached).

You may review any of the material that was collected for the public hearing (all of which is attached)
and draw your own conclusions. You may accept the Hearing Officer's recommendation or reject it.
Along with the Hearing Officer’'s recommendation, Mr. Lewis has also included a recommended
condition. You may reject this condition, accept it, and/or come with different condition(s).

If the Board elects to grant the variance this must be done in the form of an ordinance. An ordinance
that supports Mr. Lewis’ recommendation, including the condition, is attached for your consideration.

It should be noted that variances are specific to a particular property and runs with the fand. The
variance cannot be used on another property nor is it attached to the property owner (if the property
owner moves the variance still applies at this location).

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Introduction

On April 8, 2015, Samantha a/k/a Sandra L. Emmett (the “Applicant”) submitted an
Application for Zoning Variation regarding the property at 575 N. Longmeadow Street,
Cortland, Illinois (the “Property”). The details of said application and the conditions sought
to be addressed are adequately detailed in the Advisory Report dated May 21, 2015, from

Anna B. Kurtzman, Zoning Administrator.

This report is being submitted as the requisite Findings of Fact and written
recommendation of the Hearing Officer, in compliance with Section 9-9-3 of the Cortland

Zoning Ordinance.

The Hearing Officer conducted a Public Hearing on this matter on May 27, 2015, at
7:00 p.m., at the Cortland Town Hall. At the conclusion of the hearing, the Hearing Officer

concluded that the application should be granted.

Following are the Hearing Officer’s Findings of Facts and Recommendation to

the Board.

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Findings of Fact

At the Public Hearing conducted in this matter, the Hearing Officer considered the

following evidence:

e Testimony of Applicant and other witnesses

e Advisory Report of town staff, dated May 21, 2015, and Exhibits A, B, and C
attached thereto

o Application dated April 8, 2015

¢ Additional photographs submitted by Applicant to supplement her
Application

In addition, the Hearing Officer viewed the subject property and the surrounding

neighborhood in drive-by fashion on May 25, 2015.

Pursuant to Section 9-3-3.B.4 of the Cortland Zoning Ordinance, the Hearing Officer

submits the following Findings of Fact:

a. The proposed variation is consistent with the general purposes of this title.

Title 9 of the Cortland Zoning Ordinance includes twenty-one (21) provisions that
describe the purposes of said ordinance. Granting the variation for the subject property
will not violate any of these purposes. More specifically, the Town’s location criteria for
fences fall into the general categories of ensuring health and safety and preserving the
character of a given area within the community.

Allowing this variation to increase a side yard fence height from four (4) feet to six
(8) feet will not negatively impact health or safety concerns. Specifically, it will not
impair visibility for any nearby intersection, roadway, or driveway. Furthermore, it will
increase the likelihood that the contemplated swimming pool to be installed will be
inaccessible by neighborhood children (see section “e” below).

Photographs, witness testimony, and the Hearing Officer’s own observations of the
neighborhood adequately demonstrate that fences are common in the neighborhood
surrounding the subject property. Many of these fences are taller than four (4) feet in
height. Specifically, two properties that abut the subject property to the south and west
have six-foot fences already installed. The Applicant intends to install a fence that
attractively ties into the existing fences, thus creating a uniform sight line around the
property. Therefore, allowing this variation will not significantly alter the
characteristics of the neighborhood or community.

b. Strict application of the district requirements would result in great practical difficulties
or hardship to the applicant, and prevent a reasonable return on the property.

The Applicant testified that strict application of the code creates a hardship for
multiple reasons. There is an existing tree that the Applicant wants to include as part of
the fenced area, an area deemed to be part of the back yard. Installing a six (6) foot high
fence that meets the current zoning code would bisect the area of the yard that
Applicant considers the “back” yard, thus reducing the yard area accessible to anyone
using the pool or surrounding yard.

Installing only a four (4) foot high fence in the side yards of the subject property
would not provide adequate privacy. The unique slope of the side yard to the north
creates an effect which visually lowers the overall fence height due to the change in
elevation, thus reducing the privacy effect. The intended location of the pool, which is
not easily moved due to easement and structure locations, also renders the pool visible
from the street in front of the property. Thus, the fence in the south side yard is also
intended to provide privacy, and a shorter fence height reduces its effectiveness.

Due to the sloped side yard, an uninvited child or animal could more easily overcome
a fence of four (4) feet, thus reducing the effectiveness of the fence to ensure safety from

unwanted pool access.

c. The proposed variation is the minimum deviation from such requirements that will
alleviate the difficulties/hardship, and allow a reasonable return on the property.

Two primary characteristics of the subject property sought to be addressed are the
adjoining six-foot fences and the sloped ground in the north corner side yard. Applicant
has no ability to require the neighboring property owners to change the height or
construction of the pre-existing fences, so allowing a six-foot fence that meets the
existing fence heights is the most reasonable solution to maintaining consistency with
neighboring fences.

It is conceivable that the ground slope on the north side of the property could be
altered, but this would impact drainage, topography, landscaping, and potentially other
issues on neighboring property owners. The cost of re-engineering the ground slope, and
the labor of altering the topography to reduce the overall slope of the north corner side
yard, could far exceed the cost and impact of allowing the fence height as requested.

d. The plight of the applicant is due to peculiar circumstances not of his own making.

Two significant impediments to Applicant’s desired plan are the six-foot high fences
already installed by the neighbors to the south and west, and the slope of the corner
side yard to the north. Applicant did not cause either of these circumstances, nor are
these within Applicant’s reasonable control.
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The peculiar circumstances engendering the variation request are not applicable to other
property within the district, and therefore, that a variation would be a more appropriate
remedy than an amendment (rezoning).

The primary reason that Applicant is not permitted to install a six-foot fence in the
desired location is because the subject property is a corner lot. Such lots are
significantly less common within the Town, simply by reason of the geography of street
design. However, an additional characteristic of Applicant’s property is the significant
slope that exists on the north side.

The six-foot high fence allowed by code could be placed along the southern edge of
the required corner side yard. If placed in this location the top of the fence would have
an elevation of approximately 892 feet (ground elevation at this location is 886 feet). A
four-foot fence is allowed within the corner side yard. At the proposed location of the
fence the elevation of a four foot high fence would be 889 feet (the elevation at this
location is approximately 885 feet). The elevation of the proposed six-foot fence at this
same location would be 891 feet. The proposed fence would provide an additional two
feet of height for both privacy and security over an allowed four-foot fence; however, it
would be one foot shorter in overall elevation than a six-foot fence installed at the
allowable location in the rear yard.

The complexities of the sloping elevation, corner yard layout next to an intersection,
neighboring properties with legally conforming six-foot fences, and location of the
physical structures within the yard setbacks all combine to make this a unique situation
that is better addressed by a variation than a change in the zoning code. It is unlikely
that other properties within the Town will match these unique characteristics.

The variation, if granted, will not alter the essential character of the area where the
premises in question are located nor materially frustrate implementation of this
municipality’s comprehensive plan.

The surrounding neighborhood already has many fences that exceed four feet in
height. In addition, the only two properties that adjoin the subject property have
existing six-foot fences that will match the proposed fence. All of these structural
characteristics are in keeping with the regulations for residential zoning permitted
within the existing code. Thus, granting this variation will not alter the character of the
area nor frustrate the Town’s overall comprehensive plan.

Anna Kurtzman introduced the case, acknowledge the people in attendance and read the public notice
into the record.

Jeff Lewis confirmed that written notice had been mailed to adjacent property owners.

Mr. Lewis confirmed that he had a complete packet that contained all written and photographic
documentation submitted by the applicant and staff. He also confirmed that the Town had not received
written testimony from the public. He confirmed with Ms. Kurtzman the extent and purpose of the
variance requests.

Mr. Lewis swore in Ms. Emmett and offered her the opportunity to expand upon her request. She
indicated that she wanted the fence as oppose to a barrier around the proposed pool for increased
privacy. She noted that she has teenage girls and wants the increased privacy due to the fact that the
house is located at a buy corner and that there are a number of registered sex offenders located nearby.
She offered that the fence would not be located next to the sidewalk (that there would be
approximately 10 feet from the sidewalk to where the fence would be placed) and that she would be
landscaping that area.

Mr. Emmett was sworn in and also indicated that If the fence was located as allowed by code it would
bisect the property in such a manner that it would render the backyard as basically unusable. He also
noted that due to the slope of the property a six foot high fence would essentially only act as a four foot
high fence.

Mr. Lewis asked for clarification regarding the extent of the variances being sought — that the variances
addressed not only the northwestern portion of the property but also the southeastern corner. Ms.
Emmett confirmed this.

Mr. Lewis questioned Ms. Emmett regarding the potential impact a six foot high fence versus a four foot
high fence would have on the value of the property. Mr. and Ms. Emmett both indicated that there
wouldn’t be a significant difference to the value of the property.

After swearing her in, Mr. Lewis proceeded to ask Ms. Kurtzman a series of questions. Had she reviewed
the application packet? She responded that she had. He sought clarification regarding the minimum
barrier requirements for a pool. Ms. Kurtzman confirmed that either a four foot high fence and/or a
guardrail around the pool would meet the requirements. Mr. Lewis inquired if, in Ms. Kurtzman’s
opinion, there would be any traffic hazards if the six foot high fence were installed as proposed. Ms.
Kurtzman indicated that the fence shouldn’t adversely impact the sight distance triangle.

Mr. Lewis noted that in preparing for the hearing that he had previously driven through the
neighborhood. He noted that there are a number of six-foot high fences already located in the
neighborhood.

Mr. Lewis stated that he would be providing the Town with his written findings of fact and
recommendation but that he would share some of those thoughts with the applicant. He noted that the
property is unique in that it has a two-foot slope that reduces the effectiveness of any fence.

Mr. Lewis also indicated that the neighbors to the west and south both have six foot high fences
installed in compliance with the code as these fences are located in those properties’ rear yards. The
extension of a six foot high fence from these existing fences makes sense.

Mr. Lewis noted that some of the documents had somewhat different measurements as to where the
fence would be located. As such, he sought clarification. Mr. Mann responded that the fence would
placed adjacent to the southern edge of the northern easement. Mr. Lewis indicated that he would
recommend that the fence be placed at least six inches from the easement to avoid encroaching into the

easement.

After determining that there were no further questions or testimony Mr. Lewis closed the hearing at
7:17 pm.

PROPOSAL

The applicant is requesting a variations from Sections 9-3-13A2 and 9-4-3E2 of the Cortland Zoning Ordinance to
allow a fence in the required corner side yard and to increase the height of a type Il fence in the corner side yard
from four (4) feet to six (6) feet. (The petitioner’s application is attached as Exhibit A.)

LOCATION AND DESCRIPTION

The subject property is located at 575 N. Longmeadow Street, at the southwest corner of Longmeadow Street and
Prairiefield Drive. This property is Lot 29 in Heatherfield Unit 1, platted in 2001. The subject property is improved
with a single-family residential house (built in 2004} with landscaping and a shed located in the backyard. The
subject property’s lot size is 8,870 square feet. This property is largely level, however it slopes downwards by
approximately two (2) feet as the lot extends from the house to the property lines.

Existing_and Surrounding Zoning: The property in question is zoned R-2, high density single-family
residence district. Properties located to the north, west and south are also zoned R-2. The property on
the east side of Longmeadow Street is zoned C-1, Limited Retail Business District.

Existing and Surrounding Land Uses: The subject property and the properties to the west, north and south
all have single-family detached homes with normal and customary accessory uses. The property to the
east is undeveloped. The subject property does have an undocumented shed located near the western
property line. Staff has requested documentation from the property owner to either provide a copy of the
building permit number or provide an application for a shed permit. Staff has also requested an updated
plat of survey showing where this shed is located.






Advisory Report — Variance, 575 N. Longmeadow Street
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BACKGROUND

The applicant has applied for a pool permit. Per Section 9-4-16B, pools are required to have a minimum of a four
{(4) foot high fence or guardrail around the top of the pool. To comply with the barrier requirement and to
maintain a degree of privacy the applicant is seeking to install a six (6) foot high fence around the sides and rear of
the property. As will be demonstrated under the technical review section, a six (6) foot high fence cannot be
located in a corner side yard and complying with this requirement would bisect the backyard. The applicant has
indicated verbally that they want a larger backyard area than what the regulations would allow so that an existing
tree will also be included within the fenced area. In order to have a large backyard that includes the tree the
fence would have to extend into the required corner side yard. The applicant also indicates that any privacy that a
four (4) foot high fence located as proposed (approximately 10.5 feet from the northern property line) is further
reduced as the ground slopes from the house to the street by approximately two (2} feet.

To help bolster their argument, the applicant is maintaining that there are other six (6) foot high fences located on
corner lots that extend into the corner side yard setback within their neighborhood and have provided
photographs to demonstrate their assertion (attached as part of their application).

TECHNICAL REVIEW

Section 9-3-13A2 states: “no accessory structure of use shall be permitted in any yard unless it is a permitted yard
obstruction as provided in subsection B2 of this section.” Subsection B2 is a table providing direction as to which
yards accessory uses might be allowed. This table indicates that fences and walls that are more than four feet in
height, that are otherwise compliant with Section 9-4-3, are only permitted in rear yards.

The definition of rear yard found in Section 9-2-2 clearly does not include the area defined as a corner side yard
(YARD, REAR: A yard extending along the full length of a rear lot line and back to a line drawn parallel to the rear
lot line at a distance therefrom equal to the required rear yard depth, but excluding any area encompassed within
a required corner side yard). Per Section 9-3-6A, the Corner Side Yard setback is twenty-five (25) feet wide. By
these definitions, the six (6) foot high fence can be placed along the rear property line, however it cannot be
located within twenty-five (25) feet of the northern lot line (adjacent to Prairiefield Drive). The applicant is
seeking relief from Section 9-3-13A2 to extend the six (6) foot high fence fourteen and half (14.5) feet into the
required corner side yard.

Section 9-4-3E2 states: “Type Il fences may be erected to a height not exceeding four feet (4') in a front yard or in
a required side yard adjacent to the side of a principal structure on an adjoining lot.” A Type !l fence is defined in
Section 9-4-3D2 as “all fences other than Type 1 fences.” Type | fences are defined as “A fence in which the
openings in the materials of which the fence is constructed represent more than seventy percent (70%) of the
area of the fence and which do not interfere with visibility through or the free passage of air through the fence.”
As the applicant is seeking a solid fence that does not match the definition of a Type | fence and is therefore
classified as a Type Il fence. As the proposed fence is classified as a Type |l fence and is higher than four (4) feet
relief from Section 9-4-3E2 is being sought (the applicant is asking to extend the height of the fence by two (2) feet
from the maximum of four (4) feet to six (6) feet.

Section 9-3-6A provides the bulk regulations and establishes a six (6) foot side yard setback for properties that are
zoned R-2. Given the provisions established in Section 9-4-3E2, fencing that is proposed to be located south of the
house at 575 N. Longmeadow Street is not to exceed four (4) feet in height. The common lot line between the
property to the south (568 N. Longmeadow Street, PIN: 09-17-378-011) and the subject property is the side lot
line for each of the two properties. As such, the applicant is seeking to increase the height of an allowable four (4)
foot high fence by two (2) feet to allow a six (6) foot high fence within a required side yard that abuts the side of
the house on the adjoining lot.
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As noted previously the applicant submitted photographic evidence to support their claim that six (6) foot high
fences extending into corner side yards exist throughout the neighborhood. Staff attempted to verify this claim
and to determine if permits and/or variances had been granted for these properties. As the photos are not
labeled with addresses staff was not able to verify every claim. Of the nine photos, two appear to be of the same
house, looking at it from different angles (photo #2 and #3). Photo #6 shows a chain link fence located in a corner
side yard. Chain link fences are classified as Type | fences and may be allowed in a Corner Side Yard. Therefore
staff does not believe this particular fence should be included in any discussion relative to the applicant’s petition.
Given these two situations staff believes that the applicant has actually provided documentation relative to seven
(7) properties. Of the properties staff was able to verify (two), each had received permits. Of these two, staff
found no indication that variances were sought and/or granted. No documentation was found in either of these
files to indicate how previous staff determined compliance with the Zoning Regulations.

FINDINGS OF FACT

Section 9-9-3B4 of the Cortland Zoning Ordinance provides a list of standards that are to be considered by the
Hearing Officer before making a recommendation to the Town Board. The following Findings are presented for
the Hearing Officer’s consideration:

Section 9-9-3B4: Standards For Variation: The hearing officer shall not grant any variation unless, based upon
evidence presented during the public hearing, it is determined that:

a. The proposed variation is consistent with the general purposes of this title.

A copy of Title 9's (Zoning Regulation) general purposes are attached as Exhibit B. As can be seen, there
are twenty-one (21) provisions within this section, that essentially boils down to whether proposed uses
and structures are located in such a manner as to ensure the health and safety of a community and that
the use/structures meets with the character of the community. The Town’s locational criteria for fences
fall into both of these general categories (health/safety and character). Most of the time the prohibition
of a fence greater than four (4) feet in height in a corner side yard is to help ensure that traffic at the
intersection can see other traffic. The prohibition of having a fence greater than four (4) feet in height
also helps to ensure that any neighbor that might be affected by the fence can see around the fence as
they back out of their driveway. Exhibit C shows that the neighbor’s driveway is located toward the
western end of their lot.

Given that location of the proposed fence should not adversely impact the ability of the neighbor to see as
s/he backs out of their driveway and that the fence is outside of the designated sight-distance triangle, the
variation, if granted, could be deemed to be consistent with the general purpose of the zoning regulations.

b. Strict application of the district requirements would result in a great practical difficulties or hardship to the
applicant, and prevent a reasonable return on the property.

The applicant has indicated verbally that strict application of the code creates a hardship as there is an
existing tree that they want to include as part of their fenced area, an area they deem to be part of their
backyard. A four (4) high fence, as allowed by code, can be placed into the corner side yard and would still
allow the applicant to maintain the perceived backyard area while including the tree.

The applicant is also claiming a hardship as a four foot high fence (allowed by code) does not provide
privacy, especially as the ground slopes away from the house thus reducing the amount of privacy a fence
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would provide. The six foot high fence allowed by code could be placed along the southern edge of the
required Corner Side Yard. If placed in this location the top of the fence would have an elevation of
approximately 892 feet (ground elevation at this location is 886 feet). A four foot high fence is allowed
within the Corner Side Yard. At the proposed location of the fence the elevation of a four foot high fence
would be 889 feet (the elevation at this location is approximately 885 feet). The elevation of the proposed
6 foot high fence at this same location would have an elevation of 891 feet. The proposed fence would
provide an additional two feet of height (privacy) over an allowed four foot high fence, however, it would
be one foot shorter (less privacy) than if the six foot high fence were moved to where it is allowed at the
southern edge of the Corner Side Yard.

Strict application of the regulations allowing a four foot high fence within the Corner Side yard reduces the
privacy that a six foot high fence would accord, however it would maintain the desired backyard. Strict
application of the six foot high fence would afford the greatest degree of privacy however it would bisect
the perceived backyard.

c. The proposed variation is the minimum deviation from such requirements that will alleviate the
difficulties/hardship, and allow a reasonable return on the property.

The petitioner’s hardship is that they want to maximize their backyard while maintaining the highest
degree of privacy possible. The petitioner is seeking to minimize the impact by limiting the extent by
which the fence would extend into the required Corner Side Yard (the petition could ask that the fence
extend to the northern property line, instead, the fence is extending 15 feet into the Corner Side Yard, to
accommodate a tree).

d. The plight of the applicant due to peculiar circumstances not of his own making.

The petitioner is seeking the variations as she wants to install a pool, which requires either a four (4) foot
high fence or guardrail (Section 9-4-16 of the Municipal Code). As such, the hardship is of the applicant’s
choosing.

e. The peculiar circumstances engendering the variation request are not applicable to other property within
the district, and therefore, that a variation would be a more appropriate remedy than an amendment
(rezoning).

The request for a six (6) foot high fence located in a corner side yard setback is unique in that the applicant
has created the situation {seeking to install a pool).

f. The variation, if granted, will not alter the essential character of the area where the premises in question
are located nor materially frustrate implementation of this municipality's comprehensive plan.

As noted there are already six (6) foot high fences located in Corner Side Yards within the neighborhood,
including one across the street from the petitioner. Given the existence of these fences staff believes that
granting the variance would not alter the essential character of this neighborhood.

NEXT STEPS

After the public hearing the Hearing Officer is to make a recommendation to the Town Board regarding each
requested variation. Along with this recommendation the Hearing Officer shall include findings of fact that clearly
indicate the Officer’s reasons for his recommendation. If there are any recommended conditions to be placed
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upon the variation these conditions are to be included in a separate statement. The recommendation is to be
made within “a reasonable time after the public hearing.” (Sectiyon 9-9-3B5 of the Municipal Code) Staff notes
that the Town Board has a meeting scheduled for Monday, June 8™ with another one on June 22",

Section 9-9-3B6 notes that the Town Board has thirty (30) days after receiving the Hearing Officer’s
recommendation to accept, reject or modify the Officer’s recommendation.

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APPLICATION FOR ZONING VARIATION

NOTICE TO APPLICANTS

A variation is a zoning adjustment which permits minor changes of the requirements of
the zoning district in which the property in question is located where individual properties
are both harshly and uniquely burdened by the strict application of the law. The power to
vary is restricted and the degree of variation is limited to the minimum change necessary
to overcome the inequality inherent in the property. “Variation” means the modification
of the requirements of a zoning district and does not include the substitution of uses
assigned to other zoning districts.

A variation recognizes that the same zoning district requirements do not affect all
properties equally and was invented to permit minor changes to allow hardship properties
to enjoy equal opportunities with similarly zoned property. You must prove that your
property is affected by special circumstances or unusual conditions which do not exist on
other property in the same zoning district. These must result in uncommon hardship and
unequal treatment under the strict application of the Cortland Zoning Ordinance. Where
hardship conditions extend to other property a variation cannot be granted. The remedy
for such general hardships is a change of the zoning map or the text of the Zoning
Ordinance.

You must prove that the combination of the Zoning Ordinance requirements and the
uncommon conditions of your property prevents you from making any reasonable use of
. your land as permitted by your present zoning district. Since zoning regulates land and
not people, the following conditions cannot be considered pertinent to the application for
zoning variation: (1) proof that a variation would increase the financial return from the
land; (2) personal hardship; and, (3) self-imposed hardship.

No variation may be granted which would adversely affect surrounding property in the
general neighborhood. All variations must be in harmony with the purpose and intent of
the Cortland Zoning Ordinance.

PROCEDURES

INTRODUCTION

It is the Hearing Officer’s function to hear cases concerning variations from the Zoning
Ordinance and appeals from the decisions of the Zoning Administrator. The Hearing Officer
does not hear cases concerning the use of land, i.e. rezoning, Special Use Permits, and planned
developments, but rather cases concerning the standards for improvement to property in the
Town, such as building setbacks, off-street parking requirements, signs and others as set forth in
the Cortland Zoning Ordinance. The Zoning Ordinance is the set of rules, standards and
procedures for the improvement of property in the Town adopted and amended from time to time
by the Board of Trustees of the Town of Cortland.

The Hearing Officer, by Illinois statute, must determine that certain criteria are satisfied in order
to recommend approval of a zoning variation request. The validity of the alleged hardship is the
primary criterion the Hearing Officer must use to decide whether to grant or deny a variation
request. The Hearing Officer is very thorough in his investigation and analysis of the alleged
hardship. It is to the Applicant’s benefit to focus on the validity of his/her hardship during the
public hearing.

A hardship is a unique circumstance created or brought about by unusual topographic or platting
conditions affecting only the Applicant’s property. If a valid hardship exists and there are no
viable alternatives for the proposed use or construction a zoning variation could be granted.

PROCEDURES

The application for zoning variation involves these steps:

|. A completed application form must be filled out and presented to the Zoning
Administrator, along with a plat of survey showing the location and dimensions of the
property lines, easements and buildings on the property; a legal description; the location
and dimensions of the proposed use or construction; any other supporting
documentation that may be required by the Zoning Administrator; and, the non-refundable
application fee.

2. When your application is completed and accepted, the Zoning Administrator will assign a
meeting date after conferring with the Hearing Officer. You will be informed of the date
and time of the meeting.

3. All variations require a public hearing. Your variation request will be published in a local
newspaper no less than fifteen (15) days before the scheduled public hearing date. All of
the property owners adjacent to your property will receive notification from the Town
summarizing the requested zoning variation and inviting them to attend the public hearing.

4. Unless otherwise specified, all zoning variation meetings and public hearings are held at
the Cortland Town Hall, 1909 Somonauk Road, Cortland, Illinois.

5. It is necessary that the Applicant or a duly authorized representative of the Applicant
attend the public hearing in order to present the case and answer questions from the public
and the Hearing Officer.

6.  The public hearing proceeds as follows:

a.  The Hearing Officer will open the public hearing and ask the Applicant to present
his or her case. During the public hearing, the Applicant must make an oral
presentation addressing the following:

l. In what respect do you want the Zoning Ordinance varied, or the decision of
the Zoning Administrator changed?

28 What, in your opinion, is the undue hardship or difficulty in complying with
the Zoning Ordinance, or the decision of the Zoning Administrator?

3. What hardship would result from the strict application of the Zoning
Ordinance, or the decision of the Zoning Administrator?

b.  Following the Applicant’s testimony, the Hearing Officer will permit the public to
testify, after which the Hearing Officer may question the Applicant.

¢.  Once the Hearing Officer is satisfied that all facts and testimony have been collected
and heard, the public hearing is closed and the Hearing Officer will conduct his
“findings of fact” and prepare his recommendation to the Town Board. The
“findings of fact” is a summary of the testimony given during the public hearing
focusing on the validity of the alleged hardship and the effect the proposed variation
will have on the subject property as well as adjoining property. A Findings of Fact
worksheet is attached to this application for your information.

7. The Hearing Officer will make his decision and recommendation to grant, deny, or amend
the zoning variation request. The Hearing Officer may impose conditions and restrictions
on the variation as he sees fit to protect adjacent property owners and neighborhood
property values.

8.  The Hearing Officer’s recommendation and findings of fact are forwarded to the Town
Board for a decision. The decision of the Town Board is final.

9. Effect of Denial. In the event the Town Board denies a zoning variation request, the
property owner may not file another application for a variation for three (3) month, unless
significant new information or changes to the variation request are brought forward.
