Roll call by
Deputy Clerk Rita Nielsen showed as present Mayor Stokes, Trustees, Stone, Siewierski, Haier,
Corson and Fioretto. Trustee Lanning was absent. Also shown as present were Water-
Wastewater Director Joel Summerhill, Public Works Director John Kocher, Police Chief Lin
Dargis, bookkeeper Wes Levy, and Attorney Buick.

New Business

Motion to Authorize Resource Bank to sell the investments held in Mound Rest
Cemetery trust account and transfer to the Town of Cortland’s Resource Bank operating
account.

Trustee Stone moved and Trustee Corson seconded a motion to move the trust monies to the
Town’s operating account, restricted to cemetery. Unanimous roll call vote carried the motion.

Unfinished Business

PMA Financial — Board action to re-fund bonds for SSA#1 (NeuCort Lakes) and SSA #9
(Richland Trails) to lower the payment rate for property owners. Mr. Levy was present to
answer any questions regarding the re-funding. At the board meeting on September 26 Mr.
Andrew Kim, Director PMA Securities, Inc. was present to discuss the possibility of the Town
using PMA as an underwriter that would purchase the existing bonds from the Town with the
intent to resell them to investors at a lower interest rate than is currently being paid. The
savings of refinancing the bonds would directly benefit the residents. Mr. Kim’s handout

provided information on the bonds debt service for both SSA’s from 2014 through the year
2032. It was the consensus of the board to have the Town’s accountants review bond
refinancing options and bring forth a recommendation in November. Mr. Levy stated that even
though it could take time before a the residents would see a savings on their SSA taxes, it
would be his recommendation that the board not wait as interest rates could rise and the
opportunity to save would be lost. The consensus during discussion was that if re-funding could
save residents money, then moving forward is a good plan.

Trustee Corson moved and Trustee Fioretto seconded a motion to approve the Re-Funding
SSA #1 and #9. Unanimous roll call vote carried the motion.

Department Reports

Chief Dargis stated that the police department is gearing up for Turkey Trot; they assisted
DeKalb with homecoming and are extremely busy with some “shenanigans” by some Cortland
residents.

Director Summerhill reported on progress of new blower at STP. He will report back with
delivery date when it gets closer.

Director Kocher reported on progress of EIm Ave.

The recommendation for the 2016 tax levy is to request 3.5% over last year’s extension. Without having
the value of any new construction, or knowing what the estimated 2016 EAV is, we can not pinpoint
what the maximum increase can be under PTELL. We know that the increase in CPl was only .7%, which
will be the maximum allowable increase over last year’s. The request for an additional 2.8% above CPI
will allow us to capture the Town’s tax rate on new property added to the Town. This additional 2.8%
cannot be added to existing EAV as the existing EAV is what is limited by PTELL.

If all variables remain the same and the town receives a maximum .7 % (CPI) increases over last year this

AGREEMENT

This Agreement entered into this 10" day of November, 2016, by and between the Town of Cortland
(“Town”) and Todd A. Walker (“Contractor”).

WITNESSETH:
That the Contractor and the Village, for the promises and consideration set forth, agree as follows:

1. The Contractor shall perform all work required and shall provide all the labor, materials and
necessary tools, expendable equipment required for the completion in conformance with the
plans and specifications of this agreement to negotiate the Town’s contract agreement between
the Town of Cortland and the Metropolitan Alliance of Police (otherwise known as “MAP”). On
a monthly basis the Contractor will invoice the Town for all services and payment by providing a
detailed list of hours and services. The Town shall pay the Contractor for the performance of
this Agreement the amount of $110.00 an hour for all hours rendered within 30 days of an
invoice received by the contractor.

2. The work shall commence on 11/4/2016 and shall be completed upon the signing of the MAP
Contract or upon the beginning of the Arbitration process the parties agreeing that Contractor
will not continue his representation once arbitration begins. Contractor shall perform all work in
accordance with all state and federal guidelines. Both parties agree that time is of the essence.

3. The parties agree, understand and acknowledge that the Contractor is an independent
contractor and not an employee, officer or appointed official of the Town. Under no
circumstances shall this Agreement be construed as creating a joint venture or a
principal/agent relationship between the parties. The parties also agree, understand and
acknowledge that the Town shall not be charged with the supervision, methodology, sequence
or safety precautions of the work undertaken by Contractor arising directly or indirectly pursuant
to this Agreement.

4. Since the Town Mayor has the final approval of the MAP Contract, the Town agrees to
indemnify, reimburse and hold harmless Contractor, his successors and assigns, against any
and all for any and all liabilities, obligations, claims, damages, penalties, costs and expenses
(including reasonable attorney’s fees) arising either directly or indirectly out of this Agreement
excepting those negligent acts or omissions of Contractor.

5. Inthe recognition of consistent communication, the Town acknowledges that the Contractor will
report to and take direction from the Town Mayor.

6. Either party has the right to terminate this agreement at any time by providing a 30-day notice
to the other party.

7. This Agreement shall not be amended except upon written agreement of both parties and
ratified by Board action.





8. Governing Law: This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of
lllinois without regard to its conflict of law provisions. Venue of a cause of action arising from or in
connection with this Agreement shall be in DeKalb County, lllinois.

9. Severability: If any term or provision of this Agreement should be declared invalid by a court of
competent jurisdiction, the remaining terms and provisions of this Agreement shall remain unimpaired
and in full force and effect.

10. Successors and Assigns: All of the provisions of this Agreement shall be binding upon and
inure to the benefit of the parties hereto and their respective heirs, if any, successors and assigns.

11.Integration: This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties and
contains all agreements between the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof. This
Agreement supersedes all other agreements either in writing or oral between the parties hereto
with respect to the same or similar subject matter.
