Call to Order/ Pledge of Allegiance/ Roll Call 
Mayor Stokes called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll 
call was taken by Deputy Clerk Rita Nielsen.  Shown as present were Mayor Russ Stokes, Trustees Brad 
Stone, Charmaine Fioretto, Mike Siewierski, and Chuck Lanning.  Trustee Ben Haier was absent. Trustee 
Doug Corson was absent for roll call and arrived at 7:54 while Board was in Executive Session.  Also 
present were Town Clerk Cheryl Aldis, Public Works Director John Kocher, Police Chief Gary Spangler, 
Water/Wastewater Director Joel Summerhill, and attorneys Kevin Buick and Adam Simon.  
 
Approval of Agenda  
Mayor Stokes asked that the agenda be amended to allow for department heads to go first, followed by 
Consent Agenda, MFT, and then Executive Session. Discussion regarding residential trash pick-up will be 
removed from agenda until next meeting. Trustee Siewierski moved and Trustee Stone seconded a 
motion to approve the agenda as amended. Unanimous voice carried the motion.  
 
Department Reports 
Department heads were available to answer questions. Mr. Summerhill reported that he is getting ready to start 
irrigating. Clerk Aldis remarked that the Town’s Risk Management Rep. was in Town on a day when Public 
Works was striping roads and Police were directing traffic.  He was pleased to see all appropriate safety gear 
was in use.  Chief Spangler asked if anyone had questions for him. All department heads were excused at this 
time.

Trustee Lanning moved and Trustee Stone seconded a motion to approve the Consent Agenda.

New Business  
Approve FY16 MFT Project Recommendation  
Mayor Stokes explained that the two bids received for FY16 MFT work were higher than the approved IDOT 
estimate of $116,418.  Staff asked that the scope of work be reduced by eliminating the proposed concrete work 
and pavement patching along Somonauk. 
 
Trustee Siewierski moved and Trustee Lanning seconded a motion to approve MFT project for $72,375 with 
work to be done by Builders Pavers, LLC dba Hardin Paving. Unanimous roll call vote carried the motion. 
 
Executive Session 
A motion to adjourn to Executive Session to discuss Pending, Probable, or Imminent Litigation (Exception to 
Open Meetings Act, 5 ILCS 120/2 (c) (11)) and to discuss Purchase or Lease of Property for the Use of the 
Public Body (Exception to Open Meetings Act, 5 ILC 120/2 (c) (5) was made by Trustee Siewierski and 
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seconded by Trustee Stone. Unanimous roll call vote carried the motion.  Meeting adjourned to Executive 
Session at 7:12 p.m. 
 
Reconvene 
The regular meeting was reconvened by a unanimous roll call vote at 8:26 p.m. Trustee Corson was present for 
roll call as he arrived during Executive Session at 7:54. 
 
Comments/Concerns 
Trustees Fioretto and Trustee Siewierksi commented on weed control.  Trustee Stone asked Mayor 
Stokes if he would contact Malta and ask if the Parade & Festival Committee could borrow light towers for 
Summer Fest.  Mayor Stokes will follow up. Trustee Stone also asked about payment for the bands if the 
bands are cancelled due to weather. Mayor Stokes stated this would be a discussion that the Parade & 
Festival Committee will need to address. Trustee Lanning reported on the progress of the Veteran’s 
Memorial Dedication. Trustee Lanning stated that there was some controversy over flying flags at half-
staff when there was a presidential order last week. Mayor Stokes instructed the Clerk’s Office to get 
signed-up for an email notification so staff can be contacted when flags are to be flown half-staff. He also 
commented that he will be meeting with Engineer Williams and Director Kocher to discuss Elm Street. 
 
Special Meeting 
After discussion regarding availability of Trustees to attend a Special Meeting, Mayor Stokes asked for a 
Special Meeting for Thursday, July 30 at 7:30 p.m. 
 
President’s Report 
Mayor Stokes recognized a donation to the Veteran’s Memorial Dedication from CST Storage in the 
amount of $500.00. This donation was a thank you for Director Summerhill and his staff taking the time 
every year to allow for tours of Town’s Aquastore water tank. Mayor Stokes reported that he had attended 
a meeting with DeKalb County Chairman Pietrowski regarding the possibility of Metra extension going 
west. Mayor Stokes stated that even with best efforts this could be 10 or more years out.

Call to Order/ Pledge of Allegiance/ Roll Call 
Mayor Stokes called the regular meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll 
call was taken by Deputy Clerk Rita Nielsen.  Shown as present were Mayor Russ Stokes, Trustees 
Charmaine Fioretto, Mike Siewierski, Ben Haier, Chuck Lanning, and Doug Corson. Trustee Stone was 
absent. A quorum was present.  Also present were Town Clerk Cheryl Aldis, Water/Wastewater Director 
Joel Summerhill and Attorney Kevin Buick. 
 
Approval of Agenda  
Trustee Fioretto moved and Trustee Siewierski seconded a motion to approve the agenda. Unanimous 
voice carried the motion.  
 
Public Wishing to Speak 
There was no one wishing to speak. 
 
2009 Intergovernmental Agreement between the Town and the DeKalb Sanitary District 
Mayor Stokes reported that he, Director Summerhill, Engineer Carmichael and Attorney Buick met to 
discuss the Intergovernmental Agreement between the Town and DeKalb Sanitary District that is due to 
expire on August 11 that allows the Town the ability to discharge raw sewage to the District from time to 
time, on an emergency basis, and only sewage from the Pine Avenue Lift Station.  Mayor Stokes said that 
Town staff and consultants have determined that the Town no longer needs DSD for this purpose. 
Director Summerhill agreed that this agreement was necessary until staff could determine that the 
agreement to discharge from the Pine Ave Lift Station, in an emergency, was no longer a factor.  Director 
Summerhill also stated that the Town’s IEPA Discharge Permit has been renewed. 
 
Attorney Buick stated that the DeKalb Sanitary District is responsible for preparing a Bill of Sale for the 
sewer line and an Assignment of Easements. 
 
Trustee Lanning moved and Trustee Corson seconded a motion to allow the Agreement to expire on 
August 11, 2015 and to authorize the Mayor to sign documents when they become available.  Unanimous 
roll call vote carried the motion.  
 
Unfinished Business  
Discussion Regarding Residential Waste Trash Pick-up and Drafting An RFP  
A draft Request for Proposal was presented to the table for discussion, along with a Scavenger Service 
Agreement from a neighboring DeKalb County municipality. The Board reviewed the draft proposal as 
well as the Service Agreement. Attorney Buick explained that not all requirements need to be part of an 
RFP but could be spelled out in an agreement, i.e., Performance Bond. You could ask for one as part of 
an agreement and base it on terms that both parties agree to.  Route information was unknown at the 
time of discussion but would need to be added to page four before the RFP is ready. Another item 
discussed on page. four was term of contract. The consensus of the board was to use three years as the 
term for the agreement. Also discussed on page. four was the frequency of collection, the consensus was 
to change the wording to read “preferably not more than two days per week.” Another discussion 
regarding adding a request to the RFP that would allow for responders to include in their proposal a way 
to provide the Town with a means to defray administration costs, such as a type of rebate. The Trustees 
all agreed to read the draft proposal carefully and determine what changes they would like to see as well 
as what might not be important for the purpose of RFP’s, but could be considered for an Agreement.  
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Trustee Siewierski asked that the changes that were discussed tonight be incorporated into the draft and 
sent to him for review. He will then be prepared to bring it forward for “fine tuning.” 
 
Comments and Concerns 
Trustee Siewierski thanked Trustee Lanning for his leadership in preparing and presenting the Veteran’s 
Memorial Dedication that was held on August 1, 2015.  
 
Trustee Lanning said his hope is that future Mayors and Trustees see that the memorial is properly maintained. 
 
President’s Report 
Mayor Stokes also stated the importance of taking pride in your community and seeing that projects are 
completed and maintained.  
 
Adjournment 
Trustee Fioretto moved and Trustee Lanning seconded a motion to adjourn. Unanimous voice vote 
carried the motion.

ORDINANCE NO. 2015-XX 
 


AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CREATION OF A 
CLASS E LIQUOR LICENSE FOR SKI’S ALL AMERICAN PUB, LLC 


 
WHEREAS, the Town of Cortland is authorized by the Illinois Liquor Control Act of 


1934, 235 ILCS 5/4-1 et seq., to regulate the number and classification of local liquor licenses, to 


regulate or prohibit the presence of persons under age 21 from a licensed liquor retail 


establishment, to regulate and restrict the issuance of and operations under local liquor licenses as 


the public good and convenience may require, and to provide penalties for the violation of such 


regulations and restrictions; and,  


WHEREAS, the Illinois Liquor Control Act of 1934, 235 ILCS 5/4-4, authorizes the local 


liquor control commissioner to grant, suspend, and revoke for cause all local liquor licenses 


within the jurisdiction, to authorize entry upon licensed premises, to receive complaints of 


violations of State and local liquor regulations, and to receive local license fees and pay such fees 


to the town treasurer, among other duties; and, 


WHEREAS,  Section 3-9-5 of the Cortland Town Code provides that the Town Board of 


Trustees may authorize the creation of a liquor license, which the local liquor control 


commissioner, in his or her discretion, may then issue; and, 


WHEREAS, SKI’S ALL AMERICAN PUB, LLC has applied for a Class E liquor 


license authorizing the retail sale of alcohol at 300 W Lincoln Hwy., Suite 2 and has met the 


application requirements set forth in the Town’s liquor control ordinance for such a license;  


WHEREAS, the corporate authorities of the Town of Cortland deem it to be in the 


interest of the public health, safety and welfare of Town residents to authorize the creation of a 


Class E liquor license for issuance to Ski’s All American Pub, LLC; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF 


TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF CORTLAND, DEKALB COUNTY, ILLINOIS, as follows: 
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USECTION 1 U: The foregoing preambles are incorporated in this Section as if fully 


stated herein. 


USECTION 2U: Applicant Ski’s All American Pub, LLC has met the application 


requirements for a Class E liquor license and the Cortland Board of Trustees finds that the 


applicant has demonstrated its capability for responsible retail sale of alcoholic liquor such as to 


justify the creation of a Class E liquor license. 


USECTION 3 U: The Board of Trustees hereby creates a Class E liquor license for the 


benefit of a one day event. 


USECTION 4 U: This Class E liquor license is created subject to all applicable Town 


Codes and regulations and state and federal law. 


USECTION 5 U: This Class E liquor license is good for September 26, 2015 at 300 W 


Lincoln Hwy., Suite 2. 


USECTION 6: U This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its
