CORONAVIRUS FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS

General Fund Summary 
 
The recent quarantines and changes in the ability of many businesses to function normally will alter the 
Town’s finances materially in the short term.  There is no recent similar financial stress to use as a 
baseline in extrapolating the financial impact on the Town.  We have, in consultation with the 
Department Heads, made assumptions to project at a high level the possible financial impact.  These 
projections assume that the major health issues decline significantly in mid-June 2020. 
 
Overall, we see the current environment impacting revenues to a greater degree than expenditures.  In 
terms of revenues, we have estimated the percentage of normal revenues to be received in each month.  
Normal revenues for each month were calculated assuming the percentage change in the 2021 budget for 
each line item.  We also made assumptions about how rapidly economic activity returns to normal. 
 
The Town has not maintained reserve balances to allow us to weather unexpected events.  The current 
environment is unprecedented and because of this, our uncertainty surrounding our estimate of the 
financial impact is high. 
 
We anticipate that the Town of Cortland will see reduction in revenues but not in expenses in fiscal year 
2021.  Thereafter, revenues should rebound.  For the 2021 fiscal year ending 4/30/2021, we estimate that 
General Fund revenues could be 8% or $175,000 short of the budget.  While the projected revenue 
shortfalls from budget vary significantly, our estimate of a 8% reduction for fiscal 2021 is not out of 
range with what some communities are estimating and is actually much less as our reliance on sales tax 
is not as significant as surrounding communities. 
 
In terms of expenditures, we are staggering when employees are at work and adjusting schedules to 
reduce workforce exposure to contaminants.  This should help us maintain municipal operations during 
this emergency.  These steps should not increase expenditures.  Three scenarios could see materially 
increased operating expenditures, some of which might be partially offset by FEMA reimbursement: 1) 
a significant number of Town employees become quarantined or unable to work, requiring overtime to 
maintain minimum service levels, and/or 2) significant trauma to the community requiring the Town to 
respond with a more aggressive staffing plan. 
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In addition to the operating expenditure issues identified above, the Town has a few capital items in the 
budget, some of which could be deferred to offset a decline in revenues. 
 
In terms of cash balances, the General Fund budget anticipated a 4/30/2021 deficit cash balance of about 
$55,000.  If the fiscal 2021 revenues end up being about $175,000 less than planned, the General Fund 
would have a deficit balance of 225,000.  This would result in a need for additional short borrowing 
from restricted assets. 
 
Other Funds: 
 
The Town has sub-funds of the General Fund and other separate stand-alone funds.  The impact of the 
current financial environment will vary by fund.  Given the uncertain duration and severity of events, it 
is not very practical to project the financial impact accurately at this time.  I do think it is reasonable, 
however, to highlight areas of concern, as outlined below: 
 


General Fund and Sub-Funds: Concerns
General Overtime could be increased if staff are needed on an overtime basis to meet needs.


Sub Funds:
Capital Fund Capital spending could be deferred to reduce cash needed from General Fund.


Other Funds:
Motor Fuel Tax Road projects could be deferred.  
T.I.F. Unclear if tax assessments / incremental tax revenue would be impacted under current 


conditions.  Delayed property tax revenues could impact cash-flow 


Parade & Festival Unclear if the Festival will occur in FY 21, which could reduce expenses


  
Concluding Remarks 
 
These are exceptionally challenging times both operationally and financially for our residents, 
businesses, and the Town itself.  While the projection reflects a possible financial outcome for the 
current environment, the amount of uncertainty surrounding these projections is exceptionally high.   
 
We will continue to evaluate revenues and expenditures and keep you apprised of our financial status.
