Pedestrian Pathway Phase 1 construction has
started

In June the Cortland Public Works Department started construction on Phase 1 of a
Cortland Pedestrian Path that will connect all parts of town as well as to adjacent
communities. The phase 1 segment is located within the Richland Trails subdivision and is
west of Somonauk Road and then turns west running south of Cortland Center Road.

There will be a ribbon cutting event in August on a day and time to be determined. The
town thanks DeKalb County Government for $10,000 toward the pathway project.

Cortland will also be taking part in the “Move with the Mayor” national initiative to help
promote healthier communities and help the environment. More details to be announced.
The initiative runs between September 1 - October 15, 2022.
