Mayor Stokes called the meeting to order at 7 p.m. Those in attendance said the Pledge of 
Allegiance.

Public Wishing to Speak  
Paul Stover, a resident on Elm St, discussed drainage in the south west quadrant of 
town, because of recent rains. He advised that he has had problems with flooding three 
times in the last fifteen years. He also said that, in his opinion, there is too small of a pipe 
in that area which does not drain the water properly. Mayor Stokes said that the area 
where the pipe is located is on private property and therefore the Town has no authority 
to go out and do work. Mr. Stover also advised that there had been no response from 
staff to the emails that he sent over the weekend.

ORDINANCE NO. _______ 
 


ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING AGGREGATION  
OF ELECTRICAL LOAD  


 
Recitals  


 
 1. The Illinois Power Agency Act, Chapter 20, Illinois Compiled Statutes, Act 3855, 
added Section 1-92 entitled Aggregation of Electrical Load by Municipalities and Counties 
(hereinafter referred to as the “Act”). 
 
 2. Under the Act, the Town may operate the aggregation program under the Act as 
an opt-out program for residential and small commercial retail customers, if a referendum is 
passed by a majority vote of the residents pursuant to the requirements under the Act. 
 
 3. The Town submitted the question in a referendum on March 20, 2012, and a 
majority of the electors voting on the question voted in the affirmative. 
 
 4. The corporate authorities hereby find that it is in the best interest of the Town to 
operate the aggregation program under the act as an opt-out program and to implement the 
program according to the terms of the Act. 
 
 5. The Act requires that prior to the implementation of an opt-out electrical 
aggregation program by the Town; the Town must adopt an electrical power aggregation plan of 
operation and governance and hold not less than two (2) public hearings. 
 
 6. The Town held the required Public Hearings for the Electric Power Aggregation 
Plan of Operation and Governance on April 23, 2012, and May 14, 2012, and provided the 
required public notice. 
 
 BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF 
THE TOWN OF CORTLAND, DEKALB COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS: 
 
 Section One:  The Corporate Authorities of the Town find that the recitals set forth above 
are true and correct. 
 
 Section Two:  The Corporate Authorities of the Town find and determine that it is in the 
best interest of the Town to operate the electric aggregation program under the Act as an opt-out 
program. 
 
 Section Three:   
 
  A. The Corporate Authorities of the Town hereby are authorized to 
aggregate, in accordance with the terms of the Act, residential and small commercial retail 
electrical loads located within the corporate limits of the Town, and for that purpose may solicit 
bids and enter into service agreements to facilitate for those loads the sale and purchase of 
electricity and related services and equipment. 







 
  B. The Corporate Authorities of the Town are granted the authority to 
exercise such authority jointly with any other municipality or county and, in combination with 
two or more municipalities or counties, may initiate a process jointly to authorize aggregation by 
a majority vote of each particular municipality or county as required by the Act. 
 
  C.   The Aggregation Program for the Town shall operate as an opt-out 
program for residential and small commercial retail customers with a single rate for all customer 
classes.   
 
  D.   The Aggregation Program shall be approved by a majority of the members 
of the Corporate Authority of the Town. 
 
  E.   The Corporate Authorities of the Town, with the assistance from the 
Illinois Power Agency and Progressive Energy Group, shall develop a plan of operation and 
governance for the Aggregation Program, and shall conduct such public hearings and provide 
such public notice as required under the Act.  The Load Aggregation Plan shall provide for 
universal access to all applicable residential customers and equitable treatment of applicable 
residential customers, shall describe demand management and energy efficiency services to be 
provided to each class of customers and shall meet any requirements established by law 
concerning aggregated service offered pursuant to the Act.   
 
  F.   As an opt-out program, the Corporate Authorities of the Town shall fully 
inform residential and small commercial retail customers in advance that they have the right to 
opt-out of the Aggregation Program.  The disclosure and information provided to the customers 
shall comply with the requirements of the Act.  
 
  G.   The electric aggregation shall occur automatically for each person owning, 
occupying, controlling, or using an electrical load center proposed to be aggregated in the 
corporate limits of the Town, subject to a right to opt-out of the program as described under this 
ordinance and the Act. 
 


      H. The Corporate Authorities hereby grant the Town President or his 
designee in writing the specific authority to execute a contract without further action by the 
Corporate Authorities and with the authority to bind the Town with the following limitations: 
 
 


• A term no longer than 36 months. 
• Winning electric supplier must utilize ComEd as the billing/invoicing agent. 
• The contract contains no early termination fees for residents. 
• Town is to be reimbursed for ComEd administrative fees. 


 
  
 
 
 Section Four:   This ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage, approval 
and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.

1. SERVICES. Throughout this Agreement the words "We," "Our," and 'Us" refer to Company. The words "You" and "Your" refer to the Customer indicated on page one. This 
Agreement covers both the labor and materials for adjustments, repairs, and replacement of parts necessitated by normal use of the Equipment listed on the face of this 
Agreement ("Services''). Services do not include the following: (a) repairs due to (i) misuse, neglect, or abuse (including, without limitation, improper voltage or use of supplies 
that do not conform to the manufacturers' specifications), (ii) use of options, accessories, products, supplies not provided by Company; (iii) non-Company alterations, relocation, 







or service; (iv) Joss or damage resulting from accidents, fire, water, or theft; (b) maintenance requested outside Company's normal business hours or this Agreement, (c) 
relocation, (d) software or connected hardware, (e) hard drive replacement, (f) Thermal heads, process units, and fuser units for Facsimile Machines, (g) Thermal Heads and 
MICR Toner for Laser Printers, and parts and labor for all non-laser printers, and/or (h) parts for Scanners. Replacement parts may be new, reprocessed, or recovered. 
Supplies provided by Company are in accordance with the copy volumes set forth on the face of this Agreement and within the manufacturer's stated yields and do not include 
staples. Supplies are to be used exclusively for the Equipment and remain Company property until consumed. You will return, or allow Company to retrieve, any unused supplies 
at the termination/expiration of this Agreement. You are responsible for the cost of excess supplies. You authorize Equipment to be connected to automatic meter reading 
software and/or device or, if we otherwise request, you will provide us with accurate meter readings for each item of Equipment when and by such means as we request. If you 
do not permit the Company to use automatic meter reading software and/or devices, Company may charge a monthly fee for manually performing meter reads. If you do not 
provide meter reads as required, Company may estimate the reading and bill accordingly. Additional devices discovered on the customer network, or through observation, that 
are not part of this Agreement, may be added to the Agreement and included in the covered images allowance if the discovered device(s) use identical supplies used by other 
devices on the contract, or customer requests us to send supplies for said device(s).You shall provide adequate space and electrical service for the operation of the Equipment in 
accordance with UL and/or manufacturer's specifications. All supplies will be shipped via UPS Ground. You agree to pay up to 3.5% of contract price for shipping and handling 
costs of supplies shipped. Additional fees may be charged for Services provided outside Company's normal business hours or for computer/network issues and will be at 
Company hourly rates in effect at the time of Service. If, at any time during the Term of this Agreement, Customer upgrades, modifies, or adds equipment, Customer shall 
promptly notify Company and provide Company right of first refusal to provide Services for added equipment. Company maintains the right to inspect any upgrades and 
modifications to Equipment and/or additional equipment and, in its sole discretion, determine whether equipment is eligible for Service. If approved, the Agreement will be 
amended to include such changes, including pricing modifications. Unless otherwise agreed to in writing, Customer remains solely responsible to secure any sensitive data and 
permanently delete such date from the internal media storage prior to removal of Equipment or termination of this Agreement. 


2. TERM AND PAYMENT. Except as otherwise provided for herein, this Agreement in non-cancelable and will commence on the start date indicated on the face of this 
Agreement and remain in effect throughout the Term; and, unless notified in writing sixty (60) days prior to its expiration, this Agreement shall automatically renew for 
additional one (1) year periods. In the event the fees herein are included in your lease payment, the Term shall run concurrently with the Lease Agreement and be subject to 
the renewal provisions provided for therein. The meter count at installation or, in the case of owned printers, at assessment, will be used for meter/overages calculations. You 
agree to pay Company all amounts due in accordance with the payment terms set forth on the face of this Agreement or in accordance with the applicable Lease Agreement 
and all other sums when due and payable. A Minimum Monthly Payment entitles you to Services for a specific number and type (ie. black & white, color, scan) of Prints/Copies 
as identified on the face of this Agreement and will be billed in advance. In addition, You agree to pay the Overage Rate for each Print/Copy that exceeds the applicable 
number and type of Prints/Copies provided in the Minimum Monthly Payment which amount shall be billed in arrears and is payable as indicated on the face of this Agreement. 
A Print/Copy is defined as standard 8.S"xll" copy (larger size copies may register two meter clicks). No credit will be applied towards unused copies/prints. Your obligation to 
pay all sums when due shall be absolute and unconditional and is not subject to any abatement, offset, defense or counterclaim. If any payment is not paid within 30 days of 
its due date, you will pay a late charge not to exceed 7% of each late payment (or such lesser rate as is the maximum allowable by law). Company has the right to withhold 
service and supplies, without recourse, for any non-payment. Unless otherwise stated on the face of this Agreement or in a Lease Agreement, Company may increase the Base 
Charge and/or the Overage Rates on an annual basis, in an amount not to exceed 15%. Company retains the right to have all or some of the amounts due hereunder billed 
and/or collected by third parties. 
3. TAXES. Payments are exclusive of all state and local sales, use, excise, privilege and similar taxes. You will pay when due, either directly or to Us upon demand, all taxes, 
fines and penalties relating to this Agreement that are now or in the future assessed or levied. 
4. WARRANTY: You acknowledge that the Equipment covered by this Agreement was selected by You based upon your own judgment. COMPANY MAKES NO 
REPRESENTATIONS OR WARRANTIES, EXPRESS OR IMPUED, ORAL OR WRITTEN, INCLUDING, WITHOUT LIMITATION, IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF NON-INFRINGEMENT; 
IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY; OR, FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, ALL OF WHICH ARE SPECIFICALLY AND UNRESERVEDLY EXCLUDED. IN 
PARTICULAR, BUT WITHOUT LIMITATION, NO WARRANTY IS GIVEN THAT EQUIPMENT IS SUITABLE FOR PURPOSES INTENDED BY CUSTOMER. 


5. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY. In no event, shall Company be liable for any indirect, special, incidental or consequential damages (including loss profits) whether based in 
contract, tort, or any other legal theory and irrespective of whether Company has notice of the possibility of such damages. 
6. DEFAULT; REMEDIES: Any of the following events or conditions shall constitute an Event of Default under this Agreement: (a) failure to make payment when due of any 
indebtedness to Company or for the Equipment, whether or not arising under this Agreement, without notice or demand by Company; (b) breach by you of any obligation 
herein; or (c) if you cease doing business as a going concern. If you default, Company may : (1) require future Services, including supplies to be paid in advance, (2) require 
you to immediately pay the amount of the remaining unpaid balance of the Agreement, (3) terminate any and all agreements with You, and/or (4) pursue any other remedy 
permitted at law or in equity. In the Event of Default, remaining payment amounts due will be calculated using the average of the last six months' billing periods or the face 
value of the Agreement, whichever is greater, multiplied by the remaining months of the Agreement. You agree that any delay or failure of Company to enforce its rights 
under this Agreement does not prevent Company from enforcing any such right at a later time. All of Company's rights and remedies survive the termination of this Agreement. 
In the event of a dispute arising out of this Agreement or the Equipment listed herein, should it prevail, Company shall be entitled to collection of its reasonable costs and 
attorneys' fees incurred in defending or enforcing this Agreement, whether or not litigation is commenced. 
7. ASSIGNMENT: You may not sell, transfer, or assign this Agreement without the prior written consent of Company. Company may sell, assign or transfer this Agreement. 


8. NOTICES: All notices required or permitted under this Agreement shall be by overnight courier or by registered mail to such party at the address set forth in this 
Agreement, or at such other address as such party may designate in writing from time to time. Any notice from Company to you shall be effective three days after it has been 
deposited in the mail, duly addressed. All such notices to Company from you shall be effective after it has been received via registered U.S. Mail or overnight courier. 


9. INDEMNIFICATION. You are responsible for and agree to indemnify and hold Us harmless from, any and all (a) losses, damages, penalties, claims, suits and actions 
(collectively, "Claims"), whether based on a theory of contract, tort, strict liability of otherwise caused by or related to Your use or possession of the Equipment, and (b) all 
costs and attorneys' fees incurred by Us relating to such claim. 
10. FAX/ELECTRONIC EXECUTION. A faxed or electronically transmitted version of this Agreement may be considered the original and you will not have the right to challenge 
in court the authenticity or binding effect of any faxed or scanned copy or signature thereon. This Agreement may be signed in counterparts and all counterparts will be 
considered and constitute the same Aqreement. 
11. MISCELLANEOUS. (a) Choice of Law. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the state of Iowa (without regard to the conflict of laws or principles of such 
states); (b) Jury Trial. YOU EXPRESSLY WAIVE TRIAL BY JURY AS TO ALL ISSUES ARISING OUT OF OR RELATED TO THIS AGREEMENT; (c) Entire Agreement. This 
Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with regards to the subject matter herein and supersedes all prior agreements, proposals or negotiations, 
whether oral or written; (d) Enforceability. If any provision of this Agreement is unenforceable, illegal or invalid, the remaining provisions will remain in full force and effect; 
(e) Amendments. This Agreement may not be amended or modified except by a writing signed by the parties; provided you agree that we are authorized, without notice to 
you, to supply missing information or correct obvious errors provided that such change does not materially alter your obligations; (f) Force Majeure. Company shall not be 
responsible for delays or inability to service caused directly or indirectly by strikes, accidents, climate conditions, parts availability, unsafe avel conditions, or other reasons 
beyond our control; (g) Company has the right to modify/correct any clerical errors.

You acknowledge and agree that this agreement (as amended from time to time, the "Lease") represents the complete and exclusive agreement between You and Us 
regarding the subject matter herein and supersedes any other oral or written agreements between You and Us regarding such matters. This Lease can be changed only by a 
written agreement between You and Us. other agreements not stated herein (including, without limitation, those contained in any purchase order or service agreement 
between You and the Supplier) are not part of this lease. To help the government fight the funding of terrorism and money laundering activities, U.S. federal law requires 
financial institutions to obtain, verify and record information that identifies each person (individuals or businesses) who opens an account.

Unless You have a $1,00 Purchase Option, You shall notify Us in writing at least 60 days but not more than 
120 days before the end of the Term (the "Notice Period") that You intend to purchase or return the Equipment at the end of such Term or: (a) this Lease 
will automatically renew for an additional one-year period (a "Renewal Term") , and (b) all terms of this Lease will continue to apply. If You do notify Us in writing 
within the Notice Period that You Intend to purchase or return the Equipment at the end of the Term, then You shall (i) purchase the Equipment by paying the purchase 
option amount (and all other amounts due hereunder) within 10 days after the end of the Term, or (ii) return the Equipment pursuant to Section 12. For any "Fair Market 
Value" Purchase Option, the fair market value shall be determined by Us in Our sole but commercially reasonable judgment. This Lease is .non-cancelable for the full 
Term. 


3. UNCONDITIONAL OBUGATION. You agree that: (i) We are a separate and independent company from the Supplier, manufacturer and any other vendor 
(collectively, "Vendors"), and the Vendors are NOT Our agents; (ii) No representation or warranty by any Vendor Is binding on Us, and no Vendor has authority to waive or 
alter any term of this Lease; (iii) You, not We, selected the Equipment and the Vendors based on Your own judgment; (iv) Your obligations hereunder are absolute and 
unconditional and are not subject to cancellation, reduction or setoff for any reason whatsoever; (v) If You are a party to any maintenance, supplies or other contract with 
any Vendor, We are NOT a party thereto, such contract is NOT part of this Lease (even though We may, as a convenience to You and a Vendor, bill and collect monies owed 
by You to such Vendor), and no breach by any Vendor will excuse You from performing Your obligations to Us hereunder; and (vi) If the Equipment is unsatisfactory or if 
any Vendor fails to provide any service or fulfill any other obligation to You, You shall not make any claim against Us and shall continue to fully perform under this Lease. 


4. PAYMENTS. You agree to pay Us an interim rent charge as reasonably calculated by Us for the period from the date the Equipment is delivered to You until the 
Commencement Date. The payment for this interim period will be based on the Payment prorated on a 30-day calendar month and will be added to Your first invoice. Each 
Payment Period, You agree to pay Us, by the due date set forth on Our invoice to You (i) the Payment, and (ii) applicable taxes and other charges provided for herein. 
Restrictive endorsements on checks will not be binding on Us. All payments received will be applied to past due amounts and to the current amount due in such order as We 
determine. Any security deposit that You pay is non-interest bearing, may be commingled with Our funds, may be applied by Us at any time to cure any default by You, and 
the unused portion will be returned to You after You have satisfied all of Your obligations hereunder. If We do not receive a payment in full on or before its due date, You 
shall pay a fee equal to the greater of 10% of the amount that is late or $29.00 (or the maximum amount permitted by applicable law if less) .

MERCHANTABILITY AND FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE. The parties hereto agree that this Lease is, or shall be treated as, a " finance lease" under Article 2A 
of the Uniform Commercial Code (the "UCC"). You hereby waive any and all rights and remedies conferred upon You by Article 2A of the UCC. If this Lease is deemed to be 
a secured transaction, You hereby grant to Us a security interest in the Equipment and all proceeds thereof. You authorize Us to record UCC financing statements to protect 
Our interests in the Equipment. You may be entitled under Article 2A of the UCC to the promises and warranties (if any) prov ided to Us by the Supplier(s) in connection 
with or as part of the contract (if any) by which We acquire the Equipment, which warranty rights We assign to You for the Term (provided You are not in default). You 
acknowledge that You are aware of the name of the Supplier of each item of Equipment and You may contact the Supplier(s) for an accurate and complete statement of 
those promises and warranties (if any), including any disclaimers and limitations of them or of remedies. 


7, DELIVERY; LOCATION; OWNERSHIP; USE AND MAINTENANCE. We are not responsible for delivery or installation of the Equipment. You are responsible for 
Equipment maintenance. You will not remove the Equipment from the Equipment Location unless You first get Our permission . You shall give Us reasonable access to the 
Equipment Location so that We may inspect the Equipment, and You agree to pay Our costs in connection therewith . We will own and have title to the Equipment 
(excluding any software) during the Lease. If the Equipment includes any software: (i) We don 't own the software, (ii) You are responsible for entering into any necessary 
software license agreements with the owners or licensors of such software, (iii) You shall comply with the terms of all such agreements, if any, and (iv) any default by You 
under any such agreements shall also constitute a default by You under this Lease. You agree that the Equipment is and shall remain personal property and without Our 
prior written consent, You shall not permit it to become (i) attached to real property or (i i) subject to liens or encumbrances of any kind. You represent that the Equipment 
will be used solely for commercial purposes and not for personal, famil y or household purposes. You shall use the Equipment in accordance with all laws, operation 
manuals, service contracts (if any) and insurance requirements, and shall not make any permanent alterations to it. At Your own cost, You shall keep the Equipment in good 
working order and warrantable condition, ordinary wear and tear excepted ("Good Condition"). 


B. LOSS; DAMAGE; INSURANCE. You shall, at all times during this Lease, (i) bear the risk of loss and damage to the Equipment and shall continue performing all Your 
obligations to Us even if it becomes damaged or suffers a loss, (ii) keep the Equipment insured against all risks of damage and loss ("Property Insurance") in an amount 
equal to its replacement cost, with Us named as sole " loss payee" (with a lender's loss payable endorsement if requ ired by Lessor or an Assignee), and (iii) carry public 
liability insurance covering bodily injury and property damage ("Liability Insurance") in an amount acceptable to Us, with Us named as an additional insured thereunder. 
You have the choice of satisfying these Insurance requirements by providing Us with satisfactory evidence of Property and Liability Insurance ("Insurance Proof"), within 30 
days of the Commencement Date. Such Insurance Proof must provide for at least 30 days prior written notice to Us before it may be cancelled or terminated and must 
contain other terms satisfactory to Us. If you do not provide Us with Insurance Proof within 30 days of the Commencement Date, or if such insurance terminates for any 
reason, then (a) You agree that We have the right, but not the obligation, to obtain such Property Insurance and/o r Liability Insurance in such forms and amounts from an 
insurer of Our choosing in order to protect Our interests ("Other Insurance"), and (b) You agree that We may charge you a periodic charge for such Other Insurance. This 
periodic charge will include reimbursement for premiums advanced by Us to purchase Other Insurance, billing and tracking fees, charges for Our processing and related 
fees associated with the Other Insurance, and a finance charge of up to 18% per annum (or the maximum rate allowed by law if less) on any advances We make for 
premiums (collectively, the " Insurance Charge"). We and/ or one or more of our affiliates and/or agents may receive a portion of the Insu rance Charge, which may include a 
profit. We are not obligated to obtain, and may cancel, Other Insurance at any time without notice to You. Any Other Insurance need not name You as an insured or protect 
You r interests. The Insurance Charge may be higher than if You obtained Property and Liability Insurance on Your own. 


9, ASSIGNMENT. You shall not sell, transfer, assign or otherwise encumber (collectively, "Transfer") this Lease, or Transfer or sublease any Equipment, in whole or in 
part, without Our prior written consent. We may, without notice to You, Transfer Our interests in the Equipment and/or this Lease, in whole or in part, to a third party (an 
"Assignee"), in which case the Assignee will, to the extent of such Transfer, have all of Our rights and benefits but will not have to perform Our obligations (if any). Any 
Transfer by Us will not relieve Us of Our obligations hereunder. You agree not to assert against the Assignee any claim, defense or offset You may have against Us. 


10. TAXES AND OTHER FEES. You are responsible for all taxes (including, without limitation, sales, use and personal property taxes, excluding only taxes based on Our 
income), assessments, license and registration fees and other governmental charges relating to this Lease or the Equipment (collectively "Governmental Charges"). Sales or 
use taxes due upfront will be payable over the Initial Term, with a finance charge. You authorize Us to pay any Governmental Charges as they become due, and You agree 
to reimburse Us promptly upon demand for the full amount. You agree to pay Us a fee for Our administration of taxes related to the Equipment. You also agree to pay Us 
upon demand (i) for all costs of filing, amending and releasing UCC financing statements, and (ii) a documentation/processing fee in the amount set forth on Page 1 (or as 
otherwise agreed to). You also agree to pay Us a fee for additional services We may provide to You at Your request during this Lease. If You so request, and We permit the 
early termination of this Lease, You acknowledge that there may be a cost or charge to You for such privilege. In connection with the expiration or earlier termination of 
this Lease, You agree to pay Us any Governmental Charges accrued or assessed but not yet due and payable, or Our estimate of such amounts. You agree that the fees and 
other amounts payable under this Lease may include a profit to Us and/or the Supplier. 


11. DEFAULT; REMEDIES. You will be in default hereunder if: (1) You fail to pay any amount due hereunder within 15 days of the due date; (2) You breach or attempt

reorganization or similar proceeding or a proceeding for the appointment of a receiver, trustee or liquidator, or (ix) suffer a material adverse change in Your or their 
financial condition. If You default, We may do any or all of the following : (A) cancel this Lease, (B) require You to promptly return the Equipment pursuant to Section 12, 
(C) take possession of and/or render the Equipment (including any software) unusable (and for such purposes You hereby authorize Us and Our designees to enter Your 
premises, with or without prior notice or other process of law), and sell, lease or otherwise dispose of the Equipment on such terms and in such manner as We may in Our 
sole discretion determine, (D) require You to pay to Us, on demand, liquidated damages in an amount equal to the sum of (i) all Payments and other amounts then due and 
past due, (ii) all remaining Payments for the remainder of the Term discounted at a rate of 6% per annum, (iii) the residual value of the Equipment estimated by Us at the 
inception of this Lease (as shown in Our books and records), discounted at a rate of 6% per annum, (iv) interest on the amounts specified in clauses "i", "i i" and "iii" above 
from the date of demand to the date paid at the rate of 1.5% per month (or the maximum amount permitted by law if less), and (v) all other amounts that may thereafter 
become due hereunder to the extent that We will be obligated to collect and pay such amounts to a third party (such amounts specified in sub-clauses "i" through "v" 
referred to below as the "Balance Due"), and/or (E) exercise any other remedy available to Us under law. You also agree to reimburse Us on demand for all reasonable 
expenses of enforcement (including, without limitation, reasonable attorneys' fees and other legal costs) and reasonable expenses of repossessing, holding, preparing for 
disposition, and disposition ("Remarketing") of the Equipment, plus interest at the rate in sub-clause (iv) on the foregoing amounts from the date of demand to the date 
paid. In the event We are successful in Remarketing the Equipment, We shall give You a credit against the Balance Due in an amount equal to the present value of the 
proceeds received and to be received from Remarketing minus the above-mentioned costs (the "Net Proceeds"). If the Net Proceeds are less than the Balance Due, You 
shall be liable for such deficiency. Any delay or failure to enforce Our rights hereunder shall not constitute a waiver thereof. The remedies set forth herein are cumulative 
and may be exercised concurrently or separately. 


12. RETURN OF EQUIPMENT. If You are required to return the Equipment under this Lease, You shall, at Your expense, send the Equipment to any location(s) that We 
may designate and pay Us a handling fee of $250.00. The Equipment must be properly packed for shipment, freight prepaid and fully insured , and must be received in 
Good Condition (defined in Section 7) . All terms of this Lease, including Your obligation to make Payments and pay all other amounts due hereunder shall continue to apply 
until the Equipment is received by Us in accordance with the terms of this Lease. You are solely responsible for removing all data from any digital storage device, hard drive 
or other electronic medium prior to returning the Equipment or otherwise removing or allowing the removal of the Equipment from Your premises for any reason (and You 
are solely responsible for selecting an appropriate removal standard that meets Your business needs and complies with applicable laws) . We shall not be liable for any 
losses, directly or indirectly arising out of, or by reason of the presence and/or use of any information, images or content retained by or resident in any Equipment returned 
to Us or repossessed by Us. 
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13. APPLICABLE LAW; VENUE; JURISDICTION; SEVERABILITY. This Lease shall be deemed fully executed and performed in the state of Iowa and shall be governed 
and construed in accordance with the laws of the state of Iowa. If Lessor or its Assignee sha ll bring any judicial proceeding in relation to any matter arising under this 
Lease, You hereby irrevocably agree that any such matter may be adjudged or determined in any court or courts in the state of Iowa or the state of Lessor's or its 
Assignee's principal place of business, or in any other court or courts having jurisdiction over You or Your assets, all at the sole election of Lessor or its Assignee. You 
hereby irrevocably submit generally and unconditionally to the jurisdiction of any such court so elected by Lessor or its Assignee in relation to such matters and irrevocab ly 
waive any defense of an inconvenient forum to the maintenance of any such action or proceeding . YOU AND WE HEREBY WAIVE YOUR AND OUR RESPECTIVE 
RIGHTS TO A TRIAL BY JURY IN ANY LEGAL ACTION. If any amount charged or collected under this Lease is greater than the amount allowed by law (an "Excess 
Amount"), then (i) any Excess Amount charged but not yet paid wil l be waived by Us and (ii) any Excess Amount collected wi ll be refunded to You or applied to any other 
amount then due hereunder. Each provision hereof sha ll be interpreted to the maximum extent possible to be enforceable under applicable law. If any provision is 
construed to be unenforceable, such provision sha ll be ineffective only to the extent of such unenforceabi lity without invalidating the remainder hereof. 


14. DOLLAR PURCHASE. This Section only applies if You have a $1.00 Purchase Option. At the end of the Initial Term, You shall purchase the Equipment "AS IS, WHERE 
IS" for one dollar ($1.00); provided, however, We shall not be required to transfer Our interest in the Equipment to You until You have paid to Us all amounts then owing 
hereunder, if any. You agree that prior to entering into this Lease, You could have purchased the Equipment from the Supplier for a specific cash amount, but instead You 
hereby choose and agree to pay a higher amount (the "Time Price") to Us in installments over the Initial Term. The Time Price equals the Payment amount shown above 
multiplied by the total number of Payments to be paid over the Initial Term, plus $1.00. You agree that the Time Price represents on ly a higher purchase price and does not 
include an interest component or finance charge. However, if the Time Price should be determined or adjud icated to include an interest component or finance charg e, then 
you agree that (i) each Payment shall be deemed to include an amount of pre-computed interest, (ii) the total pre-computed interest scheduled to be paid over the Initial 
Term is to be calcu lated by subtracting the amount We pay the Supplier ("Our Investment") from the Time Price, (iii) the annual interest rate deemed applicable to this 
transaction is the rate that will amortize Our Investment down to $1.00 by applying all periodic Payments as payments (and this rate calculation method assumes that each 
periodic Payment is received by Us on the due date), and (iv) none of the other fees or costs We may charge You pursuant to this Lease (including but not limited to UCC 
filing fees, late fees, documentation or processing fees) shall be considered interest or a finance charge . 


15. MISCELLANEOUS. You shall furnish Us or an Assignee with current financia l statements upon request by Us or an Assignee. You authorize Us or an Assignee to (a) 
obtain credit reports or make credit inquiries in connection with this Lease, and (b) provide Your credit application, information regarding Your Lease account to credit 
reporting agencies, potential Assignees, Vendors and parties having an economic interest in this Lease and/or the Equipment. This Lease may be executed in counterparts, 
each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together sha ll constitute the same document; provided, however, only the counterpart which is marked 
"O riginal" and is in Our possession shall constitute chattel paper under the UCC. You acknowledge that You have received a copy of this Lease and agree that a facsimile or 
other copy containing Your faxed, copied or electronically transmitted signature may be treated as an original and will be admissible as evidence of this Lease. You waive 
notice of receipt of a copy of this Lease with Our original signature. You hereby represent to Us that this Lease is legally binding and enforceable against You in accordance 
with its terms.

The Cortland Planning Commission conducted a Public Hearing on June 7, 2020, at 7:04 p.m. in the Town 
of Cortland Town Hall  at  59  S.  Somonauk Road, Cortland,  Illinois.    The purpose of  the Public Hearing 
involved consideration of the request by the Town of Cortland as applicant and owner  to rezone a three 
acre property at the southeast corner of Somonauk Road and Cortland Center Road from C‐1 (Limited 
Retail Business) to P‐1 (Recreation and Open Space). 
 
Public notice was given through publication in the Daily Chronicle and via letters mailed by the United 
States Postal Service to adjacent property owners.   
 
The  Planning  Commission  reviewed  and  considered  the  material  and  information  presented  at  the 
public hearing.    It reviewed the required standards upon which a rezoning request is to be considered 
(Section 9‐9‐2B4 of the Zoning Code) and established Findings of Fact.   
 
A motion was made to approve the request to rezone the property from C‐1 to P‐1, which passed by an 
unanimous roll call vote.

AN ORDINANCE REZONING 3.1 ACRES, PIN: 09-20-200-003 FROM “C-1” LIMITED 
RETAIL BUSINESS TO “P-1” RECREATION AND OPEN SPACE IN THE TOWN OF 


CORTLAND, DEKALB COUNTY, ILLINOIS 
 


 WHEREAS, a Land Development Application for a hearing before the Planning 
Commission has been filed by the Town of Cortland, owner of a 3.1 acre parcel located in the 
Town of Cortland, seeking to rezone the property to “P-1” Recreation and Open Space; said 
property being legally described as follows:  
 
THAT PART OF THE SOUTH 1/2 OF THE NORTHEAST 1/4 OF SECTION 20, TOWNSHIP 
40 NORTH, RANGE 5 EAST OF THE THIRD PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN, DESCRIBED AS 
FOLLOWS: BEGINNING AT THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF SAID SOUTH 1/2; THENCE 
SOUTHERLY ALONG THE WEST LINE OF SAID QUARTER, 329.01 FEET; THENCE 
EASTERLY, AT RIGHT ANGLE TO SAID WEST LINE, 408.50 FEET; THENCE 
NORTHERLY, AT RIGHT ANGLE TO THE LAST DESCRIBED COURSE, PARALLEL 
WITH SAID WEST LINE, 333.50 FEET TO THE NORTH LINE OF SAID SOUTH 1/2; 
THENCE WESTERLY, ALONG SAID NORTH LINE, 408.52 FEET TO THE POINT OF 
BEGINNING, ALL IN CORTLAND TOWNSHIP, DEKALB COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

 WHEREAS, the application of the Town of Cortland for such zoning map amendment 
was made in accordance with the provisions of the Cortland Town Code; and 
 
 WHEREAS, pursuant to the required published notice and proper notification by the 
Applicant of adjacent property owners, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on June 4, 
2020; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has recommended approval of the rezoning 
(zoning map amendment) for the parcel to “P-1” Recreation and Open Space by a 5-0 vote; and  
 
 WHEREAS, the Town of Cortland Board of Trustees, after examining said application 
and recommendation, along with the Advisory Report in accordance with Section 9-9-2.B of the 
Town Code, has determined that all requirements for the zoning map amendment have been met.

1. That the zoning map amendment is hereby approved, and the property legally described 
above shall henceforth be zoned “P-1” Recreation and Open Space, and shall be so 
depicted on the Town’s official zoning map.

STAFF/COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION: THE PLANNING COMMISSION AND TOWN STAFF ARE 


RECOMMENDING THAT THIS ORDIANANCE BE PASSED. 
 
STATEMENT OF CONCERN/SUMMARY: ON OCTOBER 28, 2019, THE TOWN ADOPTED ORDINANCE 2019-21, 


WHICH REVISED PROVISIONS TO SECTION 6-2-4 OF THE MUNICIPAL 
CODE (PARKING RESTRICTIONS IN THE MOTOR VEHICLE AND 
TRAFFIC TITLE).  THESE NEW PROVISIONS REQUIRE ALL FORMS OF 
VEHICLES TO BE ON APPROVED HARD SURFACES WITH A CROSS 
REFERENCE TO THE ZONING CODE.  SECTION 6-2-4 INCLUDES 
DEFINITIONS FOR VARIOUS TYPES OF VEHICLES, WHICH DIFFERS 
FROM THE DEFNITIONS OF TRUCK FOUND IN THE ZONING CODE.  
FOR ENFORCEMENT PURPOSES THE DEFINITIONS SHOULD BE 
CONSISTENT, HENCE THE PROPOSAL WHICH WAS PRESENTED TO 
THE PLANNING COMMISSION. 


 
 DURING THE COURSE OF THE THEIR MEETING THE PLANNING 


COMMISSION DISCUSSED THE FACT THAT THERE ARE AT LEAST 
TWO DIFFERENT FAMILIES WITHIN THE TOWN WHICH HAVE MORE 
THAN 10 PEOPLE WITHIN THE FAMILY AND THUS DRIVE VEHICLES 
WHICH HOLD MORE THAN 10 PASSENGERS.  THE COMMISSION WAS 
CONCERNED THAT THE LANGUAGE WHICH WAS PRESENTED TO 
THEM WOULD PLACE THESE FAMILIES IN AN IMMEDIATE NON-
CONFORMING STATUS AND AS A RESULT RECOMMENDS A SLIGHT 
MODIFICATION TO THE PROPOSED CODE.  INSTEAD OF SUBSECTION 
B READING “SECOND DIVISION TRUCKS SHALL NOT BE PARKED OR 
STORED ON A LOT IN A RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT EXCEPT FOR 
NORMAL LOADING, UNLOADING OR SERVICE CALLS,” THE 
COMMISSION IS RECOMMENDING: “SECOND DIVISION TRUCKS 
SHALL NOT BE PARKED OR STORED ON A LOT IN A RESIDENTIAL 
DISTRICT EXCEPT FOR NORMAL LOADING, UNLOADING OR SERVICE 
CALLS, OR IN CIRCUMSTANCES WHERE SUCH VEHICLES ARE

A. “RESIDENTIAL DISTRICTS:,” SUBPARAGRAPH 3. “TRUCKS,” IN THE TOWN OF 


CORTLAND, DEKALB COUNTY, ILLINOIS 
 
 WHEREAS, the Town of Cortland has reviewed the currently existing Section 9-5-4A3. 
Trucks: and believes that the present Zoning Regulations in the Town of Cortland should be 
modified to be consistent with Section 6-2-4: Parking Restrictions; and  
 
 WHEREAS, it is the intent of the Town of Cortland  to eliminate the requirement for truck 
parking permits and restructuring the parking and storage of trucks within residentially zoned 
districts; and  
 
 WHEREAS, a public hearing was held by the Cortland Planning Commission on the 4th 
day of June, 2020, for which public notice was given as provided by law, and said Planning 
Commission has recommended to the Board of Trustees the following zoning text amendments;  
 
 NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Trustees of the Town of 
Cortland, Illinois, as follows: 


 
Section 1.  That subparagraph 3: Trucks: of Section 9-5-4A. shall be deleted in its entirety 


and replaced with the following:  
 


 3. Trucks:  
 


a. For the purpose of this title there are established two (2) categories 
of trucks in the town: 
 
(1) “First Division” shall mean those motor vehicles which are 


designed for the carrying of not more than 10 persons. 
(2) “Second Division” shall mean those vehicles which are designed 


for carrying more than 10 persons, those designed or used for 
living quarters and those vehicles which are designed for pulling 
or carrying property, freight or cargo, those motor vehicles of the 
First Division remodeled for use and used as motor vehicles of 
the Second Division, and those motor vehicles of the First 
division used and registered as school buses. 


b. Second Division trucks shall not be parked or stored on a lot in the 
residential district, except for normal loading, unloading or service 
calls, or in circumstances where such vehicles are characteristically 
used for family transportation purposes.  


 
This Ordinance shall, by authority of the Board of Trustees of the Town of Cortland, 


Illinois, be published in pamphlet form.  From and after ten days after said publication, this 







 
Ordinance shall be in full force and effect.

STAFF/COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION: THE PLANNING COMMISSION AND TOWN STAFF ARE 


RECOMMENDING THAT THIS ORDIANANCE BE PASSED. 
 
STATEMENT OF CONCERN/SUMMARY: SINCE THE STATE ENACTED THE “FUTURE ENERGY JOBS ACT” IN 


2016, THE TOWN HAS BEEN APPROACHED BY THE SOLAR INDUSTRY 
REQUESTING PERMISSION TO CONSTUCT SOLAR ENERGY FARMS. 
CURRENTLY THE TOWN’S ZONING CODE IS SILENT REGARDING 
SOLAR FARMS, MEANING THAT THEY ARE NOT ALLOWED.  IN 2018 A 
TEMPORARY MORATORIUM WAS ESTABLISHED TO ALLOW STAFF 
AND THE PLANNING COMMISSION TIME TO EXAMINE ALL ISSUES 
SURROUNDING SOLAR ENERGY SYSTEMS (THIS INCLUDES BOTH 
SOLAR FARMS/GARDENS AND PRIVATE SYSTEMS).  IN 2019 STAFF 
BEGAN A SERIES OF WORKSHOPS WITH THE COMMISSIONERS TO 
EXAMINE VARIOUS ASPECTS OF SOLAR ENERGY SYSTEMS.  BASED 
UPON THESE WORKSHOPS AND THE SUBSEQUENT PUBLIC HEARING 
(CONDUCTED ON JUNE 4, 2020) THE FOLLOWING MODIFICATIONS TO 
THE ZONING REGULATIONS ARE RECOMMENDED: 


 
1. UPDATE VARIOUS DEFINITIONS. 


 
2. UPDATE THE USE TABLES TO ALLOW SOLAR ENERGY FARMS 


AND GARDENS TO BE CONSIDERED ONLY AS SPECIAL USES 
WITHIN THE AGRICULURAL DISTRICT (AG) AND THE LIGHT 
INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT (I-1).  IN ADDITION, FOR SMALLER 
SYSTEMS, THE CODE CURRENTLY ALLOWS SOLAR ENERGY 
SYSTEMS TO BE LOCATED WITHIN A REQUIRED SETBACK.  IT IS 
BEING RECOMMENDED THAT THIS PROVISION BE REMOVED, 
THUS ANY SOLAR ENERGY SYSTEM (OTHER THAN POTENTIALLY 
A SOLAR ENERGY FARM/GARDEN) COULD ONLY BE LOCATED 
WITHIN THE BUILDING ENVELOPE. 


 
3. A NEW SECTION BE ADDED TO THE ZONING REGULATIONS 


WHICH DEALS STRICTLY WITH SOLAR ENERGY SYSTEMS. 
 


4. ONE ASPECT OF THE PROPOSED NEW SECTION WOULD BE TO 
ALLOW OWNERSHIP AND WARNING SIGNS TO BE INCLUDED ON 
FENCES, WHICH IS CURRENTLY NOT ALLOWED BY THE SIGN 
CODE.  A MODIFICATION TO THE SIGN CODE IS PROPOSED TO 
ALLOW THIS TYPE OF SIGNAGE TO OCCUR, ONLY AS IT 
PERTAINS TO SOLAR FARMS/GARDENS.

AN ORDINANCE MODIFYING VARIOUS PROVISIONS OF THE TITLE 9 “ZONING 
REGULATIONS” IN THE TOWN OF CORTLAND CODE REGARDING SOLAR ENERGY 
SYSTEMS 
 
 WHEREAS, the Town of Cortland has determined that it is in the best interest of its 
citizens to amend certain portions of the Zoning Regulation Title within the Town Code to   
accommodate Solar Energy Systems; and  
 
 WHEREAS, a public hearing was held by the Cortland Planning Commission on the 4th 
day of June, 2020, for which public notice was given as provided by law, and  
 


WHEREAS, said Planning Commission has recommended to the Board of Trustees 
approval of the following zoning text amendments;  
 
 NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Trustees of the Town of 
Cortland, Illinois, that Title 9, “Zoning Regulations” be hereby amended as follows: 


 
Section 1.  That Section 9-2-2 shall be amended by deleting the following Definitions: 


 
CONVENTIONAL ENERGY SYSTEM:  An energy system utilizing fossil fuel, nuclear or 
hydroelectric energy and the components of such system, including transmission lines, 
burners, furnaces, tanks, boilers, related controls, distribution systems, room or area units 
and other components. 


 
ENERGY USE SITES: Sites where energy is or may be used or consumed for generating 
electricity or for heating or cooling gases, solids, liquids, or other materials and where 
solar energy may be used cost effectively, as defined in the regulations of the Illinois 
department of commerce and economic opportunity, consistent with the purposes of the 
Illinois comprehensive solar energy act of 1977. 


 
JOINT SOLAR ENERGY SYSTEM: A solar energy system that supplies energy for 
structures or processes on more than one lot or in more than one condominium unit or 
leasehold, but not to the general public and involving at least two (2) owners or users.  


 
SOLAR STORAGE MECHANISM: Equipment or elements (such as piping and transfer 
mechanisms, containers, heat exchangers, or controls thereof, and gases, solids, liquids, 
or combinations thereof) that are utilized for storing solar energy, gathered by a solar 
collector, for subsequent use. 


 
SUPPLEMENTAL CONVENTIONAL ENERGY SYSTEM: A conventional energy system 
utilized for providing energy in conjunction with a solar energy system that provides not 
less than ten percent (10%) of the energy for the particular end use. "Supplemental 
conventional energy system" does not include any facilities of a public utility used to 
produce, transmit, distribute or store gas or electricity. 







 
 


Section 2.  That Section 9-2-2 shall be amended by adding the following Definitions: 
 
BUILDING-INTEGRATED SOLAR ENERGY SYSTEMS:  A solar energy system that is 
an integral part of a principal or accessory building, rather than a separate mechanical 
device, replacing or substituting a separate mechanical device, replacing or substituting 
for an architectural or structural component of the building.  Building-integrated systems 
include but are not limited to photovoltaic or hot water solar energy systems that are 
contained within roofing materials, windows, skylights, and awnings. 
 
GROUND-MOUNT:  A solar energy system mounted on a rack or pole that rests or is 
attached to the ground.  Ground-mount systems can be either accessory or principal 
uses. 
 
PHOTOVOLTAIC SYSTEM:  A solar energy system that converts solar energy directly 
into electricity. 
 
ROOF-MOUNT:  A solar energy system mounted on a rack that is fastened to or ballasted 
on a building roof.  Roof-mount systems are accessory to the principal use. 
 
SOLAR COLLECTOR:  A device, structure or a part of a device or structure for which the 
primary purpose is to transform solar radiant energy into thermal, mechanical, chemical, 
or electrical energy. 
 
SOLAR ENERGY:  Radiant energy received from the sun that can be collected in the 
form of heat or light by a solar collector. 
Energy System:  A solar energy system whose primary purpose is to harvest energy by 
transforming solar energy into another form of energy or transferring heat from a collector 
to another medium using mechanical, electrical, or chemical means. 
 
SOLAR FARM:  A commercial facility that converts sunlight into electricity, whether by 
photovoltaics (PV), concentrating solar thermal devices (CST), or other conversion 
technology, for the primary purpose of wholesale sales of generated electricity.  A solar 
farm is the principal land use for the parcel on which it is located. 
 
SOLAR GARDEN:  A commercial solar-electric (photovoltaic) array that provides retail 
electric power (or a financial proxy for retail power) to multiple households or businesses 
residing or located off-site from the location of the solar energy system.   
 
Section 3.  That Section 9-3-7G (Other Uses) shall be amended by adding Solar Farms and Solar 
Gardens as special uses in the AG and I-1 zoning districts as follows:

Section 5.  That Section 9-6-5 shall be amended by adding the following: 
 
V. Identification and warning signs as required by Section 9-4-34B3. 
 
Section 6.  That Section 9-10-8 shall be deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following: 
 
A. Failure To Establish, Operate, Or Construct A Special Use Permit: Unless the special 


use is established, constructed and/or operating within one year from the authorization 
date granting the special use, the special use permit shall expire, without further action 
by the board of trustees, with the exception that the expiration of a special use for a 
planned unit development granted in accordance with an annexation agreement or 
other enforceable agreement with the town shall be governed by the terms of the 
agreement concerning expiration, and shall not be subject to the requirement of this 
subsection. Upon written application, the town board may authorize a single extension 
of the time limit for a period not to exceed one year. 
 


B. Failure to Establish, Operate, or Construct a Special Use Permit for either a Solar 
Farm or Solar Garden:  Unless the special use for either a Solar Farm or Solar Garden 
is established, constructed, and/or operating within three (3) years from the 
authorization date granting the special use, the special use permit shall expire, without 
further action by the Board of Trustees.  Upon written application, the Town Board 
may authorize a single extension of the time limit for a period not to exceed one year. 
 
 


C. Discontinuance Or Abandonment Of A Special Use Permit: 
 
1. Special Use Permits Granted Prior To December 31, 2007: All special use permits 


in existence on or before December 31, 2007, that have been discontinued or 
abandoned for one hundred eighty (180) consecutive days shall expire on 
December 31, 2008, without further action by the board of trustees, with the 
exception that the expiration of a special use for a planned unit development 
granted in accordance with an annexation agreement or other enforceable 
agreement with the town shall be governed by the terms of the agreement 
concerning expiration, and shall not be subject to the requirement of this 







 
subsection. 
 


2. 2. Special Use Permits Granted On Or After December 31, 2007: If any special 
use permit granted on or after December 31, 2007, is discontinued or abandoned 
for one hundred eighty (180) consecutive days the special use shall expire, without 
further action by the board of trustees, with the exception that the expiration of a 
special use for a planned unit development granted in accordance with an 
annexation agreement or other enforceable agreement with the town shall be 
governed by the terms of the agreement concerning expiration, and shall not be 
subject to the requirement of this subsection. 


 
Section 7.  That a new Section 34 Solar Energy Systems will be added to Title 9, Chapter 4 as 
follows: 
 
9-4-34: SOLAR ENERGY SYSTEMS: 
 
A.  Permitted Accessory Use:  Roof mount or building-integrated private solar energy 
systems must meet the building setbacks as required by Section 9-3-6A. 
 
B. Solar Farms and Solar Gardens that are the principal use on the property may only be 
located and permitted in an Agricultural (AG) district or a Light Industrial (I-1), but only 
when authorized and approved as a Special Use by the Town Board after public hearing 
and recommendation by the Planning Commission. 
 
Such Special Use as may be allowed shall be subject to the following requirements, 
restrictions, and conditions: 
 


1.  Bulk Regulations: 
 


i.    Minimum Lot Area: 5 Acres 
ii.   Front and Corner Side Yard: 50 feet 
iii.  Side Yard: 50 feet 
iv.  Rear Yard: 50 feet 
v.   Height:                                                Ground or pole mounted solar energy 
system shall not exceed 10 feet in height as measured when the system is oriented 
at its maximum tilt.  All other equipment shall not exceed 15 feet in height. 
 
2.  Off-Street Parking:  There shall be a minimum of two (2) parking spaces with 
minimum dimensions of 10 by 20 feet.  Accessways shall be a minimum of 12 feet 
wide.  Parking spaces and accessways located on private property do not have to 
be paved but do need to have a minimum of a seven (7) inch compacted stone 
base.  Accessways located within the right-of-way shall meet standards set by the 
Town Engineer 
 
3.  Signage:  An identification sign shall be posted at the entrance(s) to the site.  







 
Each such identification sign shall list the name and phone number of the operator. 
In addition to the identification sign(s) there shall be appropriate warning signage 
that is posted along all property lines which are clearly visible on the site.    Both 
the identification sign(s) and the warning sign(s) are exempt from Section 9-6 of 
the Municipal Code.   
 
4.  Power and Communication Lines:  Power and communication lines running 
between banks of solar panels and to electric substations or interconnections with 
buildings shall be buried underground. 
 
5.  Batteries:  If the solar farm or solar garden consists of batteries or storage of 
batteries, adequate design must be provided to ensure all local, State and Federal 
requirements regulating outdoor battery storage have been met. 
 
6.  Interconnection.  An interconnection agreement must be completed with the 
electric utility in whose service territory the system is located. 
 
7.  Stormwater and NPDES.  Solar Farms and Solar Gardens are subject to the 
Town’s stormwater management and erosion and sediment control provisions and 
NPDES permit requirements. 
 
8.  Ground Cover and Buffer Areas. The site of a ground mounted Solar Farm or 
Solar Garden energy system shall be improved and maintained with a native 
perennial vegetative ground cover over the entire property including under and 
around solar panels.  The purpose of this ground cover shall be the prevention of 
soil erosion and the management of stormwater run-off.  Topsoil shall not be 
removed during development, unless part of a remediation effort.   
 
9.  Foundation.  A qualified engineer shall certify that the foundation and design of 
the solar panels racking and support is within accepted professional standards, 
given local soil and climate conditions. 
 
10.  Other Standards and Codes.  All Solar Farms and Solar Gardens shall be in 
compliance with all applicable local, state and federal regulatory codes. 
 
11.  Site Plan Required.  A detailed site plan for both existing and proposed 
conditions must be submitted, showing location of all solar arrays, other structures, 
property lines, rights-of-way, easements, service roads, floodplains, wetlands and 
other protected natural resources, topography, electric equipment, and all other 
characteristics requested by the Town. 
 
12.  FAA Compliance.  Solar Farms and Solar Gardens that are located within 500 
feet of an airport or within approach zones of an airport, are required to complete 
and provide the results of the Solar Glare Hazard Analysis Tool (SGHAT) for the 
Airport Traffic Control Tower cab and final approach paths, consistent with the 







 
Interim Policy, FAA Review of Solar Energy Projects on Federally Obligated 
Airports, or most recent version adopted by the FAA. 
 
13.  Endangered Species and Wetlands.  Solar Farm and Solar Garden 
developers shall be required to initiate a natural resource review consultation with 
the Illinois Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) through the department’s 
online, EcoCat program.  Areas reviewed through this process will be endangered 
species and wetlands.  The cost of the EcoCat consultation will be borne by the 
developer.  Results of this consultation will be included in the Special Use 
application packet. 
 
14.  Upon request from the Town, the owner or operator of a Solar Farm or Solar 
Garden must submit, within 14 calendar days, a current operation and 
maintenance report to the Town. 
 
15.  Decommissioning 
 


i.   A decommissioning plan shall be required to be submitted when applying 
for all Solar Farms and Solar Gardens, to ensure that facilities are properly 
removed after their useful life. 


 
ii.  Decommissioning of solar panels must occur in the event they are not in 
use for 90 consecutive days. 
 
iii.  The owner or operator will have 6 months to complete the 
decommissioning plan after operation of a Solar Farm or Solar Garden 
stops being operational. 
 
iv.  The decommissioning plan shall include provisions for removal of all 
structures and foundations, restoration of soil and vegetation and a plan 
ensuring financial resources will be available to fully decommission the site. 
 
v.  The Town Board of Trustees may require the posting of a bond, letter of 
credit, or the establishment of an escrow account to ensure the proper 
decommissioning.  The posting of financial surety may be required prior to 
the issuance of a building permit for the facility.  Said surety shall remained 
updated and valid until the Solar Farm/Solar Garden has been completely 
decommissioned in accordance with the latest approved decommissioning 
plan and restored in compliance with Section 9-4-34B15.  As outlined in the 
ordinance establishing the Special Use Permit, the amount of surety shall 
be periodically reviewed by staff and the surety amount adjusted 
accordingly. 
 
vi.  In the event that the State of Illinois enacts a law with regards to the 
decommissioning of a Solar Farm or Solar Garden, the strictest 







 
requirements shall prevail. 
 
vii.  The owner of a Solar Energy Facility shall submit an update to this 
decommissioning plan every three (3) to five (5) years following issuance of 
the special use. 


 
16.  Restoration Requirements:  The owner of a Solar Farm or Solar Garden shall 
provide the Zoning Administrator with a written notice of termination of operations 
or abandonment of the Solar Energy Facility.  Within one hundred twenty (120) 
consecutive calendar days immediately following the Town’s receipt of such written 
notice or within one hundred twenty (120) consecutive calendar days immediately 
following the termination of such Special Use, whichever first occurs, the owner of 
each such Solar Farm or Solar Garden shall: 
 


i.  Remove all structures, buildings, solar panels, above ground 
improvements, outdoor storage, fencing, equipment, and roadways; and 
 
ii.  Completely remove all foundations, pads, and underground electrical 
wires; and 
 
iii.  Remove all hazardous material from the property and dispose of the 
hazardous material in accordance with all applicable Federal, Illinois, and 
Town laws, statues, ordinances, rules, and regulations; and 
 
iv.  Restoration of all soil and vegetation. 


 
17.  Bonds:  Prior to the issuance of a building permit, the owner of a Solar Energy 
Facility shall provide the Town with a performance and payment bond with 
adequate security or surety bond in an amount determined adequate by the Town 
Board to guarantee the performance of the aforesaid restoration requirements and 
decommissioning plan. 
 
18.  Abandonment.  A decommission plan shall be approved by the Town Board 
during the special use permit process.  At the time of building permit, a letter of 
credit, or other financial surety instrument approved by the Town Attorney, in the 
amount of the estimated cost of decommission, as approved by the Town 
Engineer, shall be submitted to the Town.  If the Solar Farm or Solar Garden is 
abandoned and not properly decommissioned, the Town shall utilize the funds to 
restore the property to its original or an improved condition. 


 
C.  Solar Skyspace Easements:  The issuance of a permit for a solar energy system does 
not constitute a granting of a solar skyspace easement by the Town.  A solar skyspace 
easement is not a prerequisite for obtaining a zoning or building certificate from the Town 
but the owner/operator shall assume all responsibility for obtaining covenants, 
easements, or similar documentation to assure sufficient sunlight to operate the solar 







 
energy system unless adequate access to sunlight is provided by the site and assumes 
all risks associated with operating the solar energy system without a solar energy 
easement. 
 
D.  For Solar Farms and Solar Gardens, commencing with the issuance of building 
permits, the Applicant, Owner, or Operator shall maintain a current general liability policy 
covering bodily injury and property damage with limits of at least $3 million per occurrence 
and $5 million in the aggregate.  The Town shall be named as an individual insured on 
the policy to the extent the Town is entitled to indemnification. 
 
E.  Any Solar Energy System(s), Applicant, Owner, or Operator, whether individual or 
commercial shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the Town and its officials, 
employees, and agents (collectively and individually, the “Indemnified Parties”) from and 
against any and all claims, demands, losses, suits, causes of actions, damages, injuries, 
costs, expenses, and liabilities whatsoever, including reasonable attorney’s fees, except 
to the extent arising in whole or part out of negligence or intentional acts of such 
Indemnified Parties (such liabilities together known as “liability”) arising out of Applicant, 
Owner, or Operators selection, construction, operation, and removal of the Solar Energy 
System(s) and affiliated equipment including, without limitation, liability for property 
damage or personal injury (including death), whether said liability is premised on contract 
or on tort (including without limitation strict liability or negligence).  This general 
indemnification shall not be construed as limited or qualifying the Town’s other 
indemnification rights available under the law. 
 
  







 
This Ordinance shall, by authority of the Board of Trustees of the Town of Cortland, 


Illinois, be published in pamphlet form.  From and after ten days after said publication, this 
Ordinance shall be in full force and effect.

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Annual Report to the Town of Cortland FY 2019-2020: 
Or the Year that COVID-19 Closed the Library 


March 16, 2020 Cortland Library closed to facilitate the quarantine restrictions on businesses 
and public meeting places invoked by Governor Pritzker, the Federal government, and DeKalb 
County Health Department.  This fiscal year ended April 30, 2020 with the library still closed. 


Library staff adapted creatively to quarantine regulations.  They continued to work from home, 
and in the closed library, usually one at a time, to minimize contact contagion.  Staff were paid, 
not furloughed.  Many watched webinar meetings from home and worked on administrative 
tasks and planning.  The library collections were carefully weeded out of materials which had 
not circulated for 2 or 3 years, to make room for new, in demand, materials.  Weeded materials 
were placed on a book cart outside on sunny days, for the public to “adopt” and take home.  
Purchasing and planning continued quietly. Processing proceeded to enter new items into the 
computer and prepare for future checkout. 
 
Cortland Library contracted with “Parties of Character” to provide a weekly Thursday morning 
interactive Facebook virtual story hour for spring & summer.  Miss Terri moved her Tuesday 
evening story time onto Facebook, and continued that program virtually.  Miss Shelly produced 
and packaged a weekly “craft bag” for preschoolers based upon brief lessons, and placed them 
outside for parents to pick up and take home.   Our senior home delivery program continued to 
deliver materials to senior’s homes, as requested, in a contact free manner.  Materials were 
disinfected before leaving the library.  Returned materials were quarantined and/or disinfected 
before re-shelving.   A free link to Tumble Books was added to the library website for patron 
use.  This joined Axis 360 and Overdrive, as a source of downloadable books & audio for 
Cortland Library cardholders to use, without entering the building. 


All RAILS Library System school and public libraries were closed, so inter-library loan stopped.   Delivery 
ceased.  Any items currently checked out received extended due dates.  Prospective fines were 
cancelled. A planned Summer Reading Program was altered to become mostly ‘virtual” with on-
line signup and participation.  Summer Reading 2020 will begin as usual on June 1, but this year 
heavily dependent on Internet participation.  Our $2,000 Summer Reading Grant, from Dolllar 
General, was modified to comply with the quarantine restrictions.   
 
This Covid-19 health crisis has showcased the excellence of our Cortland Library staff.  Our staff 
team members put the needs of our patrons in first place.  We miss our patrons. 
 
The 2019 Summer Reading Program involved 531 participants.   Our Summer Reading program 
was divided into 213 adults and teens, and 318 children.  Ninety eight children completed their 
Reading Bingo sheets and were entered into our end-of –summer Lego drawing.  Usually about 
a third of the children turn in completed reading logs, which is more a measure of the family’s 
level of organization, than actual reading accomplishments.  The young winners were delighted 
with their prizes.  Adult and teen prizes included gift-cards for food. 
 







 
Shelly Hoshaw, our new Preschool Story Teller, became a fabulous team member.  She initiated 
new programs and was promoted to be Head of Children’s Services, the library’s third IMRF 
position.   
 
 Cortland Library entered into an intergovernmental agreement with DeKalb Public Library, 
Malta Public library, and Community Unit School District #428 to provide public library service 
to students attending District 428 schools.  This will provide library cards to the students who 
live outside public library taxing districts.  DeKalb Library will provide the cards and the school 
district (teachers) will verify home addresses.  This is a major improvement promoting literacy.  
School aged children will all have access to a library card funded by an exchange of benefits 
between District #428 and DeKalb Library.  DeKalb Library will administer the cards and absorb 
most costs.  Cortland and Malta libraries will honor these student cards, as we do library cards 
from all other public libraries in Illinois.  Students will have access to enriching library materials 
and programs throughout District #428.  Sycamore School District and Sycamore Public Library 
entered into a similar agreement in the fall of 2019. 
 
Cortland Community Library continues to be at the center of our community.  Our annual 
circulation of library materials equals or surpasses that of larger communities, like LaSalle and 
Rochelle.  We are busy and provide programs to fit the needs of our patrons. After the COVID-
19 health crisis is past, we will cautiously return to that status.  
 
Cortland Library plans to re-open during Governor Pritzker’s “Stage 3” for drive-up service to 
give patrons access to pre-ordered materials in a safe manner.  Returned items will be 
quarantined and disinfected before shelving.  All precautions for public health will be 
maintained.  Caution will be used in re-opening to the public to avoid COVID’s return. 
 
Our Levy for this fiscal year was $243,500.  The library may receive up to $238,000 as calculated 
by the DeKalb County Clerk.  Next fiscal year the library will likely levy $245,000 (or more) to 
capture new taxes from all recent construction.   This health crisis has driven Governor 
Pritzker’s mandated minimum wage increases out of the headlines, but these increasing 
amounts must be met.  Staff costs will increase because of his actions. 
 
Operating expenses are increasing because of mandated health provisions, like masks, 
sanitizing, mandatory face shields, and protective dividers between public and staff.  Business is 
not as usual in the library, and these changes require tax dollars. 
 
I am retiring from Cortland Library as of June 3, 2020.  Our town has a library to be proud of, 
with wonderful staff.  Director Heather Black will continue our tradition of putting patron needs 
first.   Thank you for Town support of Cortland Library since it began in 1984.  Attached are our 
financial documents for Fiscal Year 2019-2020.
